· Programs focus on short-term savings to obtain utility shareholder incentive bonus payments at ratepayer expense
· Demand reductions correlate with high energy rates in California
· Overall energy reduction should be the ultimate measure of success
Suggestions for Federal Action 

· Develop a long-term strategic plan to achieve goals

· Decoupling mandates should be left to individual states
· Uphold aggressive measurement and verification rules to maximize real energy savings
· Funding for locally administered energy reduction programs 

· Expand energy efficiency program funding for low income customers

· Improve consumer outreach and education
