Combating Global Warming

DRA supports reducing carbon emissions at the lowest cost and least risk to ratepayers

CA Implementation Issues

· Delivery of renewables 

· Electricity sector overburdened with renewable and emission requirements

· Development of appropriate mechanisms to ensure compliance

Consumer Perspective 

· Establish reasonable carbon reduction goals

· Strategies should be based on cost-effectiveness and applied to all sectors

· Energy efficiency can be more cost effective than other strategies for combating global warming

CA Bills

· SB 1771 (Sher, 2000) – Established the California Climate Action Registry 

· AB 1493 (Pavley, 2002) – Required CARB to regulate GHG emitted by passenger vehicles

· AB 32 (Nunez, 2006) – Enacted the Global Warming Act of 2006 which established a GHG limit to reduce emissions by 25% by 2020

· SB 1368 (Perata, 2006) - Required CA Energy Commission to set emission standards for energy providers (no new long-term coal contracts)

Suggestions for Federal Action

· Ensure integration between renewable and emission reduction programs

· Increase funding for combating global warming 

· Explore the benefits of a carbon tax and other market mechanisms such as cap and trade

· Establish a National Climate Action Registry
