CA Bills

· SB 1078 (Sher, 2002) - Requires utilities to increase procurement of electricity from renewable energy sources by at least one percent per year (20% by 2017)

· SB 107 (Simitian) - Requires all retail sellers of electricity except local publicly owned electric utilities to procure at least 20 percent of their sold electricity from eligible renewable resources by 2010

· Codify the Renewable Energy Transmission Initiative (RETI) Process
· Ensure integration between renewable and climate change programs 
· Develop renewable financing options
· Renewable tax breaks
