Re:  Request for Confidential Treatment of GADS Information
Generating Asset Owners:  

This letter responds to recent correspondence addressed to Richard Clark, Director of Consumer Protection and Safety Division (CPSD), from Lisa Cottle, White & Case, Counsel for Mirant, dated July 22, 2005, requesting confidential treatment of Generating Availability Data System (GADS) information.  CPSD requested that Generating Asset Owners (GAOs) provide access and authorization to this GADS information by letter dated June 14, 2005.  
In CPSD’s view, Mirant’s request for confidential treatment of the GADS information satisfies the requirements of General Order (GO) 167 section 15.4.  Because the GADS information is substantially the same for all GAOs, CPSD staff agrees not to disclose GADS data received from any GAO in response to our June 14, 2005 request.  Pursuant to section 15.4.4 of GO 167, CPSD’s agreement not to disclose GADS data will expire two years from the date of Mirant’s letter, or July 22, 2007.  GAOs may reassert the confidentiality claim and extend the non-disclosure period pursuant to section 15.4.4.  
The agreement of CPSD or Electric Generation Performance Branch (EGPB) staff to maintain confidentiality is not binding on the Commission itself.  The Commission may seek to publicly disclose or make available confidential information, and will follow the procedural process set forth in GO 66-C.  GO 66-C ensures that GAOs will receive written notice of the Commission’s intention to publicly release the information, and will allow the affected party or parties time to comment, or otherwise seek to preserve the confidentiality of the information.
