Welcome to the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) website for the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) review of proposed construction of NextG Networks, Inc. of California (NextG). An application for this project was submitted to the CPUC on March 3, 2009 (Application A09-03-007
). This site provides access to public documents and information relevant to the CEQA review process.
Background  

NextG has filed an application with the CPUC to construct the Huntington Beach Distributed Antenna System (DAS) Project. The CPUC is the CEQA lead agency. 
NextG is proposing the completion of its communication system in northwestern Orange County. This fiber-fed DAS would be located within the Cities of Fountain Valley, Westminster, and Huntington Beach. The overall DAS communications network is intended to transmit wireless voice and data communications to clients in the area. The overall system would consist of 15 nodes, approximately 146,669 feet of aerial fiber cable, and approximately 10,937 feet of underground fiber cable. The network had been previously found to be categorically exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) by the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC). Eight of the 15 nodes, 113,113 feet of aerial fiber, and approximately 3,771 feet of underground fiber have been constructed and are operational in the Cities of Fountain Valley and Westminster. The proposed project site addressed in this document is intended to complete the Huntington Beach DAS for the area.
The City of Huntington Beach protested the construction of the overhead portion of the proposed project. NextG, the CPUC, and the City of Huntington Beach reached a stipulated agreement that the remaining portion of the project within the City will be evaluated under CEQA. For the purposes of this CEQA document, the portion of the project located within Huntington Beach is the CEQA proposed project and includes seven nodes, three of which require new poles, approximately 33,555 feet of aerial fiber, and 7,165 feet of underground fiber.
