Dear Mr. Barnsdale:

This report provides a summary of the compliance monitoring activities that occurred during the period from
August 1 to 31, 2018, for the South Orange County Reliability Enhancement (SOCRE) Project in Orange County,
California. Compliance monitoring was performed four times between August 1 and 31, 2018, to ensure all
project-related activities conducted by San Diego Gas and Electric (SDG&E) and their contractors were in
compliance with the Final Environmental Impact Report (Final EIR) for the SOCRE Project, as adopted by the
California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) on December 15, 2016.

The CPUC has issued the following Notices to Proceed (NTPs) for the SOCRE Project to SDG&E:

e NTP #1 (October 13, 2017): Geotechnical investigation and hazardous materials abatement at the future
San Juan Capistrano Substation.

o NTP #2 (December 18, 2017): Conduct site preparation activities and construction staging at the future
San Juan Capistrano Substation.

o NTP #2 Addendum #1 (March 23, 2018): Modified alignment of the interior fence separating the upper
and lower yards, removal of three de-energized 138-kilovolt (kV) rack structures, and associated
hazardous materials abatement activities.

e NTP #3 (April 27, 2018): Rebuild and upgrade of the San Juan Capistrano Substation.

The Ecology and Environment, Inc. (E & E) compliance monitoring team completed onsite compliance checks
during this reporting period to verify compliance of ongoing site preparation and construction activities. The
CPUC/E & E compliance monitoring team visited the San Juan Capistrano Substation site on August 1, 9, 17, and
29, 2018. E & E site inspection reports that summarize observed construction activities and compliance events, as
applicable, and verify mitigation measures (MMSs) and applicant proposed measures (APMs) were completed for
the site visits. These reports are attached below (Attachment 1).

Project activities in August 2018 were covered under NTP #1, NTP #2, NTP #2 Addendum #1, and NTP #3.
Construction activities during August 2018 took place within the San Juan Capistrano Substation site and
included continuation of site preparation activities, conducting surveys, removal and export of concrete and
inorganic material, over-excavation and recompaction, hazardous materials abatement (for the roof of former
utility structure), full installation of the permanent chain-link security fence along the north property line,
excavation of the north screen wall footings, pouring concrete in the north screen wall footings, creating access to
the south property line within the substation, and excavation of the south screen wall footings. SDG&E conducted
routine inspection and maintenance activities between August 1 and 31, 2018. Inspection activities included
weekly inspections of the substation boundary for cleanliness as well as weekly Stormwater Pollution Prevention
Plan (SWPPP) inspections to ensure there were no best management practice (BMP) deficiencies or potential non-
compliances.



Project compliance during the August 2018 monitoring period was achieved through regular communication with
and reporting by SDG&E. Communication between the CPUC/E & E compliance team and SDG&E has been
regular and effective. SDG&E’s monthly environmental compliance report for August 2018 provides a
compliance summary and includes a description of construction activities, a look-ahead construction schedule, a
monthly biological monitoring report, a summary of compliance with project commitments (MMs/APMs), a
summary of hon-compliance incidents and public complaints (as applicable), a record of SOCRE Project
personnel that received safety and environmental awareness training during the reporting month, and a list of
upcoming or pending minor project refinements and outstanding agency deliverables.

Overall, the SOCRE Project has maintained compliance with the Mitigation Monitoring, Compliance, and
Reporting Program (MMCRP) based on adherence to applicable MMs and APMs and satisfaction of pre-
construction requirements and conditions of approval for NTP #1, NTP #2, NTP #2 Addendum #1, and NTP #3.

Compliance Incidents
There were no compliance incidents during August 2018.

Public Concerns

SDG&E received one public complaint during the August 2018 reporting period. On August 21, 2018, a resident
near the San Juan Capistrano Substation called the CPUC regarding the noise and vibration during the three days
of demolition of the east wing of the former utility structure. The CPUC forwarded the complaint to SDG&E on
August 29, 2018. An SDG&E representative spoke with the resident on August 30, 2018, and advised that the
demolition portion of the former utility structure was almost complete and a screen wall, to help attenuate
construction noise, would be installed on the north side of the property within the next couple of months. The
resident was appreciative of the information and SDG&E committed to check in with the resident in two weeks to
be sure there were no additional concerns.

Minor Approvals
There was one minor approval during August 2018:
e Minor Project Refinement (MPR) #2 (August 28, 2018): Temporary workspace on Avenida de la Vista in
the city of San Juan Capistrano to facilitate installation of a reclaimed water wharf (hydrant).

| arrived onsite at the San Juan Capistrano Substation site for the 0700 tailboard meeting. The SDG&E Lead Environmental
Inspector was at the tailboard meeting along with an archaeological monitor, cultural monitor, and paleontological monitor (APM
CUL-2, APM CUL-7, APM CUL-8).

| spoke with the SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector about the covered materials in the temporary parking area. The SDG&E
Lead Environmental Inspector said the materials were soil and asphalt that had been excavated earlier in the project and did not
contain hazardous materials.

During my site visit, work was concentrated on clearing and grubbing of the San Juan Capistrano Substation site and the
installation of the permanent fencing and barrier wall along the northern boundary. The northern boundary will have a chain-link
fence positioned 1 foot off of the property line, then a 9-foot landscaped area, and finally the barrier wall (APM AES-3). Holes were
augured for the chain-link fence poles, with larger holes excavated down the slope toward the west (Photos 1 and 2) and smaller
holes dug along the level ground to the east (Photo 3). The holes that were drilled the previous day had been left open overnight. |
checked these holes for animals, and none were observed. | asked the SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector if the open holes
would be backfilled and/or covered before the end of the workday. The SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector stated that concrete
trucks were scheduled for 1000. The SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector called me later in the day to report that all of the holes
had been backfilled.

Most of the asphalt within the San Juan Capistrano Substation site had been ground up and transported offsite (APM TR-4); a
crew was using an excavator to break up and remove the remaining pieces of concrete (APM HAZ-5) (Photo 4).

| noted a crew with a small bobcat working along a portion of the northern boundary and prepping the area for the fence installation
(Photo 5).

Water was being used to minimize dust during all of the onsite work (APM AQ-1). Construction representatives said they would be
shifting to reclaimed water for dust control (MM PS-1). After leaving the San Juan Capistrano Substation, | drove to the location
where water trucks would acquire the reclaimed water but noted no filling equipment installed at this location.

The excavator crew shifted over to remove an existing drainage culvert (Photo 6). The SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector was
concerned that a skunk might be occupying the culvert; therefore, the crew was removing the culvert with caution. There was no
olfactory evidence of a skunk while | was observing this work.

The construction site remained very clean (APM AES-1); rumble plates were in place to prevent tracking soil/mud onto the public
road (APM AQ-1).

[ arrived at the San Juan Capistrano Substation site for the 0700 tailooard meeting. The SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector
was at the tailboard meeting along with an archaeological monitor, cultural monitor, and paleontological monitor (APM CUL-2, APM
CUL-7, APM CUL-8). I noted that there were a lot of new construction personnel onsite. The SDG&E Lead Environmental
Inspector introduced me and | spoke about my role on the project, my expectations, and my tentative inspection schedule.

On the day of my site visit, | noted that three excavators, two front loaders, one dozer, one large dump truck, and a water truck
were onsite.

The area just east of the former utility structure was being over-excavated, with soil eventually being recompacted into the hole
(Photo 1). This activity was observed by the onsite monitoring team. A portion of this area exhibited a higher amount of historic
material, so several piles of the soil were set aside for additional evaluation (Photo 5). The SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector
said that archaeologists would go through this soil using shovels, but no screening would be conducted. The archaeological
monitor told me that two boxes containing historic material found in the soil were being stored at the construction trailer, but
nothing found in these soil piles was of significant.

Later in the morning, equipment entered this area and continued with the excavation (Photo 6). Water trucks were using reclaimed
water to minimize dust (MM PS-1, APM AQ-1) at this location. Because the offsite reclaimed water hydrant had not been installed,
the reclaimed water was being trucked to the San Juan Capistrano Substation site.

A crew was breaking up concrete and separating out the rebar so it could be trucked offsite and recycled (APM HAZ-5) (Photo 2).
The SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector said they have the recycling tags if | wanted to see them.

A new crew was onsite and beginning the demolition work on the former utility structure. The crew was starting the demolition work
with the removal of the old roofing material from the east wing (Photo 3). This crew was planning to work on the upcoming
Saturday; | spoke with the SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector and recommended giving the monitors enough advance notice
to accommodate the Saturday work schedule.

All of the chain-link fencing had been installed along the northern edge of the San Juan Capistrano Substation site and a small
portion of the eastern boundary (Photo 4). A survey crew was lining out the location for the barrier wall (APM AES-3) (Photo 7).

The construction site remains very clean (APM AES-1). Rumble plates were in place to prevent equipment and vehicles from
tracking soil/mud onto the public road (APM AQ-1) (Photo 8).

| arrived at the San Juan Capistrano Substation site for the 0700 tailboard meeting led by the SDG&E Lead Environmental
Inspector. The archaeological monitor and cultural monitor were at the tailboard meeting and would be monitoring the earthwork
scheduled that day (APM CUL-2, APM CUL-7, APM CUL-8).

The demolition crew had finished the removal of the roof material on the east wing of the former utility structure (Photo 1) and had
begun the roof removal work on the western (main) portion of the structure (Photo 2). Materials were handled properly and were
being loaded into dumpsters for transport offsite (APM HAZ-5) (Photo 3). Demoalition of the east wing was anticipated to take
several weeks, depending on a number of factors (i.e., thickness of the walls and how much rebar was used). Equipment was
being stored inside the main portion of the former utility structure (Photo 4).

Photo 5 is looking at the parking area and the wall work north of the former utility structure. Earthwork and stump removal was
completed in front of the former utility structure (Photo 6).

Crews continued to work on the boundary wall along the northern and eastern edges of the San Juan Capistrano Substation site,
with survey crews lining out the location (APM AES-3) (Photo 7) and using an excavator to dig out the trench for the wall footing
(Photo 8). Monitors were observing this work; only historic material had been found, and nothing found was of real significance. |
spoke with the construction superintendent and the SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector about escape ramps for this trench
work. While there were earthen ramps at either end of the trench, the trench was several hundred feet long and more ramps were
needed. The construction superintendent said additional ramps would be added by the end of the workday.

The construction superintendent told me that demolition work, and possibly tree trimming, would be conducted on Saturday.

Over-excavation work continued in the middle of the San Juan Capistrano Substation site, with soil being stockpiled along the
southern border of the property (Photo 9). A water truck was onsite and using reclaimed water for dust control (MM PS-1, APM

AQ-1).

The construction site remained clean (APM AES-1), and rumble plates were in place to prevent equipment and vehicles from
tracking soil/mud onto the public road (APM AQ-1).

[ arrived at the San Juan Capistrano Substation site for the 0700 tailboard meeting (Photo 1). The SDG&E Lead Environmental
Inspector was the onsite environmental coordinator on the day of my site visit. Concrete trucks were scheduled to arrive at 0900.

A cultural monitor and paleontological monitor were onsite to monitor earthwork (APM CUL-2, APM CUL-7, APM CUL-8). An
archaeological monitor was also onsite. The SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector told me that earthwork may not take place
during the day of my visit; if it was determined that no earthwork would occur, the monitors would be sent home. The cultural
monitor said they had unearthed an old septic tank and trash pit revealing material from around the 1930s.

Work was continuing on the boundary wall foundation, and concrete trucks were arriving to pour the easternmost portion of the
wall (Photo 2). Most of the northern portion of the wall had already been poured (Photo 3). Concrete washout basins were in place
and had proper coverage and containment (Photo 4). There were no escape ramps within the open trench. | surveyed the trench
for animals and did not observe any. | discussed the lack of escape ramps with the SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector. The
SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector agreed that escape ramps were needed, despite the site being highly disturbed and the
lack of evidence that animals were present or using the site.

The east wing of the former utility structure has been reduced to a pile of rubble (Photo 5). This material was to be processed on
the day of my site visit and then hauled offsite the following day. Removal of the roofing material on the remaining former utility
structure had been completed.

Other piles of concrete and asphalt remain at the San Juan Capistrano Substation site, but are scheduled to be hauled off and
recycled (Photo 7).

Additional earthwork was completed within the area west of the former utility structure (Photo 6) and along the southern border of
the San Juan Capistrano Substation site (Photo 8). The SDG&E Lead Environmental Inspector said they would begin work on the
southern boundary wall, but would first excavate the trench for the wall foundation.

A water truck was using reclaimed water for dust control (MM PS-1, APM AQ-1).

The construction site remained clean (APM AES-1), with drip pans located under parked equipment.

A second exit/entry had been opened just north of the former utility structure with the proper rock and rumble plates in place to
prevent equipment and vehicles from tracking soil/mud onto the public road (APM AQ-1) (Photo 9).
