INTRODUCTION

This report provides a summary of the construction and compliance activities associated with
the SDG&E Sycamore-Pefiasquitos 230-kV Transmission Line Project for the week of July 16 to
July 21, 2018.

A summary of the Notices to Proceed, Minor Project Refinement, and Temporary Extra
Workspace Requests are provided in Tables 1, 2, and 3, respectively. A summary of Non-
compliance, Project Memoranda and Incidents is provided in Table 4. Daily Inspection Reports
are provided in Appendix A.

STAGING YARDS

Summary of Activity:

Stonebridge Staging Yard:
1. Delivering equipment; inspecting BMPs; and demobilizing equipment.

Driving Range Staging Yard:
1. Delivering equipment; and inspecting BMPs.

Vulcan Staging Yard:
1. Delivering materials and equipment; demobilizing equipment; and delivering and
processing spoil material

Crestmar Point Staging Area:
1. Delivering equipment; and inspecting BMPs.

Underground Transmission Line:
1. There were no nighttime construction activities during this reporting period.
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2. Daytime construction activities east of I-15 in Segment 3, Section 1 (approximately at
Station 413+00 and cable pole 03) and west of I-15 in Segment 3 (approximately at
Stations 421+62): Trenching and installing conduit, splicing cable.

I-15 Crossing:
1. Trenching, mandreling and installing conduits.

Overhead Transmission Line:
1. Fixed protection shrouds that encompass the base of the CC MM CP pole.

Roadway Restoration
1. No activity.

Penasquitos Substation:
1. No activity.

Sycamore Substation:
1. No activity.

Environmental Compliance:

1. All pavement was kept clean during this reporting period. No winds occurred that were
higher than 20 mph. All off-road diesel-powered construction equipment met a minimum
of EPA Tier 3 standards or had due diligence documentation provided to CPUC.

2. On July 21, 2018, the SDG&E security guard at the Stonebridge Staging Yard reported to
the Lead Environmental Inspector that a dead cottontail rabbit was discovered in the
Stonebridge Staging Yard. In accordance with MM Biology-7, the contractor followed the
recommendations from the Qualified Acoustician for work occurring in the occupied
habitat for coastal California gnatcatcher or at least Bell’s vireo within or adjacent to the
Multiple Habitat Planning Area. No other special-status species were observed during
the monitoring period. All project equipment arrived clean and free of mud and/or
vegetation.

3. During this reporting period, archaeological, paleontological, and Native
American monitors were on- site for ground-disturbing activities in areas with a
moderate to high potential of encountering resources in accordance with MM
Cultural Resources-1, APM-Cultural Resources-6, and MM Paleontology-1.
Archaeological, Native American, and paleontological monitoring occurred for
trenching in areas of high potential for paleontologically sensitive deposits and
archaeological resources. The cultural monitoring team and paleontological
monitor observed trenching toward the sending pit west of I-15 on July 16, 2018.
Additionally, the paleontological monitor observed trenching toward the
receiving pit on the east side of I-15 on July 16, 2018. The CPUC qualified
archaeologist recommended no further cultural monitoring of the trenching
activities toward the receiving pit east of I-15. Previous monitoring efforts at that
location revealed that the soil is composed of fill and underlain by stadium
formation resulting in a low potential of cultural resources. No cultural or
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paleontological resources were observed during the monitoring effort for this
reporting period.

4. No hazardous material releases were recorded during this reporting period.

5. All construction activities occurred in accordance with the approved Construction
Fire Prevention Plan.

6. Daytime construction activities occurred Monday through Saturday, from 7:00 am to 7:00
pm. Daytime and nighttime construction activities occurred in accordance with the City
of San Diego approved Traffic Control Permits and Noise Permits.

7. Project personnel parked their personal vehicles within a designated personal vehicle
parking area within the project limits. Workers parked within the work limits of the
Project Staging Yards or parked on the adjacent public street. Traffic Control Permits
were obtained from the City of San Diego.

8. During this reporting period, the Qualified SWPPP Practitioner (QSP) conducted
daily inspections. A pre-rain inspection was performed on July 17, 2018, for
predicted isolated thundershowers; however, the rain showers did not occur at
the Project site. The contractor continued to maintain BMPs as necessary.

9. All construction and compliance personnel on site during this reporting period
completed the Project Safety and Environmental Awareness Program (SEAP). To date,
approximately 1,933 project personnel have received the required SEAP training, and
1,829 project personnel have received the UXO training.

10. No compliance level incidents were recorded during this reporting period.

11. No complaints were received during this reporting period.

12. Agency representatives during construction (other than CPUC EMs): None
