should not include additional restrictions, which would increase customer costs. Ms.

Allen indicated that the statute does not require all unbundled RECs to be classified as

Section 399.16(b)(3) products. Mr. Jeung stated that requiring all resold RECs to be
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classified as Section 399.16(b)(3) products would not decrease customer costs. [Rule
