Dear Friends,

Yesterday morning, my mother's older brother, Connell Joseph Maguire, died
peacefully near his home in Florida, where he lived in retirement after a long career as
a Catholic chaplain in the U.S. Navy and with the Marine Corps.

Father Joe, as he was known, was born in Donegal, Ireland, 94 years ago. My
Maguire grandparents emigrated from Ireland to Philadelphia in 1929, along with Joe,
my mother, and their four other siblings.

As Joe liked to remind us, Donegal, in the Irish language, is called "Tyr Conal," or
"Land of Connell," after St. Connell, an ancient Irish saint who converted the people
there to Christianity.
