This program starts with a year­
long pre-apprenticeship, with participants graduating into a 48-month apprentice 
program designed to build upon the skills, knowledge and behaviors that were 
taught during their pre-apprenticeship. Upon successful completion of the 
program, apprentices graduate into the journeyman classification.

“Linemen have long played a critical role within IBEW Local 1245,” said Tom 
Dalzell, Business Manager, IBEW 1245. “These men and women are working at 
heights, with high voltages and often in bad weather to power the areas they live 
and work in. It’s tough work, and we’re proud of the critical role they play.”
