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Question 19

On page 2-13 line 31, PG&E notes that the “technology used within this system is more proven than the alternatives available to PG&E”.  In what way is the chosen technology more proven?  What alternative technologies were available to PG&E?
Answer 19

PG&E considers that the AMI Application proposed by its selected vendor is “more proven” than the alternatives that were available to PG&E because the proposed system is known to be successfully running on a system extending to approximately 1.6 million meters at another utility.  None of the alternative technologies proposed to PG&E had been tested against a population of this size.
The alternative technologies that were proposed to PG&E during the course of the competitive vendor-selection process are described in the bid materials submitted by those potential vendors that participated.  As described in the response to data requests ORA_001-014 and ORA_001-015, these materials are available for review under public utilities code section 583.
In addition, the alternative approaches PG&E considered to the AMI Interface System are discussed in PG&E’s Application (Exhibit 2, Chapter 2, Section D).
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
