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Question 4
Please provide the specifications, performance, and cost of the “PG&E model system” used as a benchmark system in the RFP process as referenced on page 2-4, line 5 of the Louie testimony.
Answer 4
The technical specifications and cost of the hardware, software and labor that PG&E considered necessary to install the benchmark AMI Interface System are not contained in a single document.  However, this information can be drawn together from different sources as set forth below.
As described in Exhibit 2, Chapter 2 of the original Application, PG&E consulted a number of independent industry participants before preparing design and cost estimates (see discussion at page 2-9, line 28 to page 2-10, line 6).  As discussed in this document “PG&E used the knowledge gained during these consultations alongside its own growing expertise in this field to produce an initial design and cost estimate for the AMI Interface System” (page 2-10, lines 7 to 9).  Following this, PG&E used the system design and architectural suggestions submitted by respondents to the RFI to “modify the initial design and update the estimated costs” (page 2-10, lines 17 to 18).
PG&E’s business and technical requirements for the AMI Interface System can be found throughout the information contained in Schedule 2 of the RFP document.  In addition, Schedule 1 of the RFP document contains important contextual information that participants used to gauge the size and processing requirements of the AMI Interface System.
A listing of the hardware, software, labor and corresponding costs that PG&E used as a benchmark against which to evaluate bidders’ proposals is shown in Attachment A.
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
