What is the installation cost per unit to install “this device” for large customers?  Did PG&E include the installation cost estimates in its Supplemental Testimony?  Please provide references to that portion of the application where PG&E included these costs.  
Answer 5f

The preliminary cost estimate of $25 to $40 per unit discussed in PG&E's Supplemental Testimony includes the installation of this device into the module.  Assuming that the devices in question are included within the AMI modules as they are manufactured for large commercial and industrial customers, it is not expected that there will be additional installation costs associated with these devices.  PG&E has not investigated the stand-alone cost of a customer visit to retrofit such a device onto an existing module.  
The cost of installing the module into the meter for large commercial and industrial customers is not impacted by the inclusion of this device.  Therefore, the AMI meter installation costs discussed in Exhibit 2, Chapter 4 of the Application are not affected by the inclusion of this device.
