Referring to lines 11 to 13 on page 2-4, which states, “Preliminary cost estimates for the addition of this device range from $25 to $40 per unit.  As such, for the 10,000 customers in this class, the total cost is forecast to be $0.4 million.”

Can “this device” be installed in the residential and small commercial AMI meter modules?  What is the unit cost for “this device” and installation cost estimate per unit when the AMI meter module is installed for residential and small commercial customers?
Answer 5h

It is PG&E's understanding that once developed, the device in question could be incorporated into any of DCSI's modules, regardless of the type of customer meter involved.  PG&E's preliminary estimate of cost for the addition of this device remains the same whether it is installed into an industrial, commercial or residential meter module.  
PG&E's preliminary cost estimate includes the cost of installing the device in question into the module.  The cost of installing the module itself is not anticipated to  be impacted by the inclusion of this device.
