Please provide a reference(s) in PG&E’s testimony where it included the costs for field meter or network maintenance.  (Note, at lines 9 to 12, PG&E indicated that the AMI Operations team “will not directly manage employees performing the field meter or network maintenance of the AMI system”).
Answer 4g
The AMI operations costs ($30,022,000 in the June Application, $40,869,000 adjusted for the October 13 Supplemental Testimony) include a network field and operations & maintenance force with a projected cost of $4,029,000 through 2010.  While not directly referenced in PG&E’s testimony, this field force are the incremental headcount required to support current field operations.  This field force comprise the individuals who will be performing field maintenance activities on electric or gas network elements under the supervision of the current field maintenance operations, not the AMI operations center.
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
