Answer 2c
DCSI has committed to “use all Commercially Reasonable Efforts to develop and commercialize its Communication Protocol Technology and… offer to license its Communication Protocol Technology to technically and financially qualified third parties, under fair and commercially reasonable terms, for use with Products” (General Terms and Conditions of DCSI contract, page 16, Item 14.3).  As such, PG&E expects that DCSI will engage with third-party technology manufacturers in an attempt to construct commercially reasonable terms and conditions for licensing fees, technical support, certification and the availability of proprietary chip sets, firmware and software.

However, because PG&E has no direct involvement in the commercial relationships that DCSI undertakes with third-party technology manufacturers, PG&E cannot speculate on the specific provisions established with respect to the five items listed by ORA or other such detailed arrangements.
