Please provide a reference in the Wellington contract discussing installer responsibilities regarding corroded outlets.  
Answer 5
Schedule B of Wellington's contract, the Statement of Work, includes the following passage at section 4.5, Meter Panel Repairs:

"Supplier will be responsible for identifying meter panel repairs that would prevent safe exchange of the electric AMI Meter for the existing customer meter.  These repairs would include such conditions as reattaching the meter base, replacing or aligning socket jaws, and replacing bad lugs.  At a minimum, Supplier will notify PG&E of the intent to undertake meter panel repair, and await authorization to proceed.  Upon receiving an authorization to proceed, Supplier will complete the repairs and exchange the electric meter with a meter which includes an AMI Meter Module."  
As discussed in PG&E's response to Data Request ORA_025-04b, "Wellington is responsible for those repairs that are described in Attachment 1 to Schedule C of the Wellington Contract".  Specifically, this includes Items 41 to 47 as listed in that response.
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
