GLOSSARY

After January 1, 1998, the California Public Utilities Commission is required by statute (SB 960) to categorize each case that comes before it.  There are three categories, quasi-legislative, adjudicatory and ratesetting.  If a case does not require hearings before it is resolved, the case is removed from the SB 960 category requirements.  The legend below shows the abbreviation for each of the categories and provides a brief explanation.


Q
Quasi‑legislative proceedings are proceedings that establish policy or rules (including generic ratemaking policy or rules) affecting a class of regulated entities, including those proceedings in which the Commission investigates rates or practices for an entire regulated industry or class of entities within the industry.


A
Adjudicatory proceedings are: (1) enforcement investigations into possible violations of any provision of statutory law or order or rule of the Commission; and (2) complaints against regulated entities, including those complaints that challenge the accuracy of a bill, but excluding those complaints that challenge the reasonableness of rates or charges, past, present, or future.


RS
Ratesetting proceedings are proceedings in which the Commission sets or investigates rates for a specifically named utility (or utilities), or establishes a mechanism that in turn sets the rates for a specifically named utility (or utilities). Ratesetting proceedings include complaints that challenge the reasonableness of rates or charges, past, present, or future.

Also present were: Joyce Alfton, Energy Division; Mark Pocta, Office of Ratepayer Advocates; Paul Stein, attorney for Utility Reform Network (TURN); James Weil, Dede Hapner, Vice President, Regulatory Relations, PG&E; Joshua Bar-Lev, attorney, PG&E; Dave Elmore, Director, Regulatory and Strategic Planning, PG&E.  Frank referred to a phrase stated in ALJ Econome’s 5/18/98 proposed decision and said that it would be contrary to the terms of the Core Procurement Incentive Mechanism (CPIM).  Frank further stated that it appears that TURN may have misunderstood the numbers shown in the BCAP for deliveries via Topock.  Frank stated that the Commission can review PG&E’s actions under the CPIM in the quarterly and annual operating reports, and that the Commission does not need to draw any conclusions at this time.  PG&E urged the Commission to remove the clause which could have unintended consequences.  Bar-Lev stated that this language could have implications for more than just TW capacity, but any other shareholder asset.  Hapner pointed out that these issues were addressed in the Gas Accord and it’s not necessary to reopen that issue here.
