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An Assigned Commissioner’s Ruling (ACR), dated March 8, 1999, requested the Energy Division to convene a workshop on April 12 and 13, 1999, to provide input to the Commission regarding the structure and operating procedures for the California Board for energy Efficiency (CBEE) and the Low Income Governing Board (LIGB), collectively referred to as the Boards.

On March 18, the Commission issued its decision on the future administration of energy efficiency and low-income programs, Decision 99-03-056 (Decision).  In the Decision, the Commission extends utility administration of low-income and energy efficiency programs through December 31, 2001 and retains the Boards in their advisory capacity.  The Decision outlines the overall responsibilities of the Boards: to continue to assist the Commission with the development and review of program designs, budgets, implementation plans and policies.
On March 26, 1999, an ACR established procedures and schedules for Program Year (PY) 2000 and 2001 planning.

Pursuant to the March 8, 1999 ACR, interested participants were invited to submit copies of their proposals by March 26, 1999.  The ACR instructed that copies of the proposals were to be mailed to the Energy Division and to the service list in R.98-07-037.  Any comments that were submitted electronically were posted on the Commission’s website area for this workshop.  Replies to the proposals are to be submitted no later than April 2, 1999.   Any electronic copies of the original comments or replies should be emailed to dlw@cpuc.ca.gov for posting on the website area.  

Please bring extra copies of your previously submitted proposals and reply comments to the workshop for parties who may not have received them.

Ground Rules for  this Workshop:

1. This is a workshop; the atmosphere will be informal.  There will be no Administrative Law Judge, no formal minutes or transcripts.

2. The workshop will explore proposals to modify the operating procedures and structure of the Boards.  As indicated in the decision, topics may include, but are not limited to: clarifying the role of the Boards; restructuring the Boards; amending the purpose of the Boards; clarifying operating procedures (such as compliance with Bagley-Keene, public participation, protocol for action between meetings).  The Decision instructs that results and recommendations of audits should also be workshop topics and that the workshop report should include specific proposals for amending the Boards' Charter and Bylaws.

3. The workshop will not be a forum for addressing per diem policies for either the Boards, Board subcommittees or  the Boards’ advisory committees.    This workshop also will not be the forum for addressing issues regarding energy efficiency and low-income assistance programs, including but not limited to issues such as: interim or long-term administration of energy efficiency or low-income assistance programs; funding levels and distribution of funds; CARE outreach programs; or low-income needs assessment studies.  This workshop will also not be the forum for addressing governance models in addition to/or instead of the Boards.  

4. Any member of the public may attend.

5. Donna Wagoner will chair and moderate this workshop.

6. Additional sessions may be scheduled at the request of participants.   

7. We will break from 12:00 noon to 1 p.m. for lunch.  

8. Access and facilities for the disabled are available

9. The Energy Division will prepare a report on the results of the workshop and serve it on all parties to Rulemaking 98-07-037 and all workshop participants.  Workshop participants will have an opportunity to review and comment on the draft workshop report.
