Greenwald explained that SDG&E has provided a report on its review of such information, but has not told Kenetech why it believes the information does not support Kenetech’s claim. Elggren stated that Kenetech is reluctant to provide further information until SDG&E provides a better statement of the deficiencies. De Rosa stated that US Gen is prepared to settle its claims against SDG&E for payment of its reliance costs, and that US Gen is willing to forego lost profits to which it would be entitled as a winning bidder in the SDG&E auction. De Rosa explained that negotiations with SDG&E are presently at an impasse because parties do not agree on the definition of reliance costs. DeRosa further stated that US Gen would be in favor of the use of mediation or arbitration procedures, and encouraged the Commission to provide such assistance. Hubbard stated that SDG&E is not in favor of either mediation or arbitration, preferring to have the parties attempt to work out their differences without the assistance of the Commission. Booth responded that mediation or arbitration is appropriate. Hubbard and Tierney raised the concern that the parties have entered into a confidentiality agreement and that US Gen may have confidential information that would be exposed to the public. DeRosa stated that US Gen is willing to share its reliance cost information with the Commission and with the ORA.
