Incremental Measure Cost


The incremental measure cost is defined as the participant’s cost for participating in the program.  The sources of these costs are listed in PG&E’s 2000/2001 Energy Efficiency Program Application, Attachment 12, Workpapers, dated September 27, 1999.


Measure Life (Effective Useful Life, EUL)


The measure life or Effective Useful Life (EUL) for various measures are listed in PG&E’s 2000/2001 Energy Efficiency Program Application, Attachment 12, Workpapers, dated September 27, 1999.


Unit Energy Savings


The measure level unit energy savings are listed in PG&E’s 2000/2001 Energy Efficiency Program Application, Attachment 12, Workpapers, dated September 27, 1999.


Load Shape (H-factors)


The on-peak kW reduction of each measure is calculated by multiplying the Unit Energy Savings (kWh/year) with a corresponding H-factors.  H-factors were developed to distribute electric capacity (kW) and energy (kWh) savings into PG&E’s time-of-use periods.  These factors were used in the cost effectiveness analysis filed in the October 1, 1996, PG&E Advice Letter No. 1978-G/1608-E and approved by the Energy Division in a letter dated December 3, 1996.


Net-To-Gross Ratios (NTGR)


A net-to-gross ratio of 1.0 was used as recommended by the CBEE for PY 2000 EE programs.
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
