Table TA 9.1 includes the electric and gas accounts used to fund the remaining program commitments for pre-1998 DSM programs, to fund the 2000 Energy Efficiency programs and to fund the 2000 Low Income Energy Efficiency program.  These accounts assure that funds collected for specified purposes and programs are only expended for those programs.  The fund for pre-1998 DSM programs includes carryover and committed funds collected prior to 1998.  The other two funds included monies collected from the Public Goods Charge specifically for these programs.
