There are three categories, quasi-legislative, adjudicatory and ratesetting.  If a case does not require hearings before it is resolved, the case is removed from the SB 960 category requirements.  The legend below shows the abbreviation for each of the categories and provides a brief explanation.

Quasi‑legislative proceedings are proceedings that establish policy or rules (including generic ratemaking policy or rules) affecting a class of regulated entities, including those proceedings in which the Commission investigates rates or practices for an entire regulated industry or class of entities within the industry.


A
Adjudicatory proceedings are: (1) enforcement investigations into possible violations of any provision of statutory law or order or rule of the Commission; and (2) complaints against regulated entities, including those complaints that challenge the accuracy of a bill, but excluding those complaints that challenge the reasonableness of rates or charges, past, present, or future.

Ratesetting proceedings are proceedings in which the Commission sets or investigates rates for a specifically named utility (or utilities), or establishes a mechanism that in turn sets the rates for a specifically named utility (or utilities). Ratesetting proceedings include complaints that challenge the reasonableness of rates or charges, past, present, or future.

Summary:  On June 29, 1998, John Hughes, Southern California Edison Company (Edison) Regulatory Manager, and Sarah Smith, Edison Corporate Representative, contacted Michelle Cook, adv. to Cmmr. Duque, in San Francisco.  Item E-3, Resolution E-3544, noticed on July 2, 1998 Agenda was discussed.  Hughes and Smith stated that the intention of Edison’s request in its Advice Letter 1298-E for a Transmission Revenue Requirement Reclassification Memorandum Account (TRRRMA) is simply to establish a memorandum account.  This account is necessary to allow Edison the opportunity to recover costs which the FERC rules were mis-allocated to transmission rates.  Hughes and Smith further explained that it is not Edison’s intention, in requesting TRRRMA, to establich the rate credit approach.  Rather the TRRRMA, consistent with Commission direction in D97-08-056, will provide Edison the opportunity only, not the guarantee of recovery, of reasonable distribution related costs.  They concluded that without the memorandum account Edison is at increased risk for the interim period until the FERC makes a final determination in the future.

Summary:  On June 30, 1998, Bruce Foster, Vice President of Southern California Edison Company (Edison), and Sarah Smith, Edison Corporate Representative, met with Cmmr. Bilas in San Francisco.  Bruce Foster and Sara Smith also contacted Cmmr. Conlon; James Hendry, adv. to Cmmr. Conlon; and Cmmr. Neeper in three separate meetings.  During the meetings the parties discussed the Item E-3, Resolution E-3544, noticed on July 2, 1998 Agenda.  Foster and Smith explained that the intention of Edison’s request in Advice Letter 1298-E, regarding Transmission Revenue Requirement Reclassification Memorandum Account (TRRRMA) was to allow Edison the opportunity to recover costs which the FERC determines to be distribution related, and not transmission related.  Foster and Smith stated that it was not Edison’s intention to establish the rate credit approach, by requesting TRRRMA.  They further stated that TRRRMA will afford Edison the opportunity, not the guarantee recover of reasonable distribution related costs.  Foster and Smith concluded that without the memorandum account, Edison is at risk during the interim period that its transmission revenue requirement is in place subject to refund, and pending FERC final determination.

The California Public Records Act (California Government Code section 6250 et seq.) and Commission decisions favor disclosure of Commission records where public interest in disclosure outweigh interests to the contrary. See e.g., San Diego Gas and Electric Co., for Rehearing of Resolution L-240 (1993), 49 CPUC 2d 241. In this case, Commission staff recommends disclosure. The public interest in disclosure is that a regulated carrier found legally liable for an automobile accident causing serious physical and emotional injuries to another person, should be held accountable. Little if any countervailing interests appear to outweigh this societal interest. For example, if the records in question were not released, this could thwart plaintiff’s efforts to satisfy her judgment against the carrier and consequently abet the carrier’s resistance thereto. Granted.
