GLOSSARY

After January 1, 1998, the California Public Utilities Commission is required by statute (SB 960) to categorize each case that comes before it.  There are three categories, quasi-legislative, adjudicatory and ratesetting.  If a case does not require hearings before it is resolved, the case is removed from the SB 960 category requirements.  The legend below shows the abbreviation for each of the categories and provides a brief explanation.


Q
Quasi‑legislative proceedings are proceedings that establish policy or rules (including generic ratemaking policy or rules) affecting a class of regulated entities, including those proceedings in which the Commission investigates rates or practices for an entire regulated industry or class of entities within the industry.


A
Adjudicatory proceedings are: (1) enforcement investigations into possible violations of any provision of statutory law or order or rule of the Commission; and (2) complaints against regulated entities, including those complaints that challenge the accuracy of a bill, but excluding those complaints that challenge the reasonableness of rates or charges, past, present, or future.


RS
Ratesetting proceedings are proceedings in which the Commission sets or investigates rates for a specifically named utility (or utilities), or establishes a mechanism that in turn sets the rates for a specifically named utility (or utilities). Ratesetting proceedings include complaints that challenge the reasonableness of rates or charges, past, present, or future.

In compliance with Public Utilities Code Section 311.5, parties who wish to subscribe to receive draft agenda items may do so by writing to the Public Utilities Commission; Attention:  Poly Arca, Room 1003; 505 Van Ness Avenue; San Francisco, CA 94102; or by calling (415) 703-1798.  The cost for a one-year subscription to the entire public agenda package (which excludes Executive Session materials) is $1,000.  You may also order a partial agenda package (energy agenda items only or telecommunication agenda items only) at the cost of $500 per year.  The package you receive via mail will include only those agenda items available at the time of the agenda distribution date, which is usually 10 to 12 days prior to the Commission meeting. Poso agreement took more than a year to negotiate, the commissioner was told, but that the Office of Ratepayer Advocates (“ORA”) to date has declined to issue a “comfort letter” on the pending transaction notwithstanding ORA was provided information on the agreement in June, 1998.   The commissioner was further told the parties are operating under a bridging agreement which allows accrual of ratepayer benefits while the application is pending before the Commission.  Further delay in the process will, however, increase the business risk for Mt. Poso according to Mr. Mack’s comments.   A three (3) page handout highlighting the parties’ position was provided to Commissioner Neeper.  The following sentence was among the background comments in the handout:  “50 MW coal-fired QF located in Bakersfield.”    The following sentences were among the “highlights of agreement” contained in the handout:  “Ratepayer benefits of contract termination:  $17 million net present value; reduces ‘must-take” power; enables Mt. Poso to become a merchant plant.”
