Smutny-Jones also suggested that, if these settlements are not approved now, it will create a serious chilling effect on future qualifying facility standard offer restructuring. Myers indicated that both the draft and alternate had erred by rewriting the language and intent of the July 1995 ruling. De Rosa explained that the Edison settlements could not be compared with those reached by winners in the San Diego Gas and Electric Company BRPU auction. According to Greenwald, the settlements referenced by the July 1995 ruling were meant to be “illustrative” only and not restrictive. Santa argued that the draft and alternate ignore a significant part of the record. Santa pointed out that full recovery of the settlement dollars represents less than 8% of the cost to Edison’s ratepayers purchasing the MWs under BRPU final standard offer 4 contracts. Booth urged the Commission to honor the settlements which were reached consistent with Commission guidelines and appreciate the risks attendant to the BRPU at the time of the settlements.

Reed noted that SoCalGas supports allocating exclusions up to the contract rate of 3.5 cents per therm and that shareholders should not subsidize service to Mexico if exclusions exceed this rate. Reed explained that the Commission’s policy on exclusions in this PD will affect pursuit by Sempra of future projects for  Mexico. Swartz explained why the Commission should not address future upstream costs in this decision. Swartz noted that additional facilities are not now contemplated and, therefore, the Commission is dealing with a purely hypothetical issue.
