Summary:  On November 30, 1998, Claudine N. Swartz, State Regulatory Relations Manager for Sempra Energy, spoke with Dorothy Duda, adv. to Cmmr. Knight, via telephone.  Paul Borkovich, Senior Market Advisor for Southern California Gas Company, was also present.  In response to Duda’s inquiry, Swartz explained that public purpose RD&D is the only public purpose costs that wholesale customers are allocated.  She further explained that LEV costs are paid by all wholesale customers with the exception of SDG&E, as it operates its own LEV program.  Swartz said that EOR customers are not directly allocated public purpose costs.  Swartz stated that the majority of exclusion costs, approximately 90%, stem from ITCS and PITCO/POPCO transition costs.  Further, Swartz encouraged Duda to consider that several request for proposals (RFPs) have been distributed for additional utility service to Mexico.  She urged the Commission to consider these future opportunities and clarified that shareholders should not subsidize international projects.
