MHC Acquisition One, L.L.C., for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to continue to construct a public utility water system and a public utility sewer system within the City of Santa Cruz in Santa Cruz County and to establish rates for an interim application period and on-going rates for water and sewer service.

Summary:  On December 16, 1998, William Booth, counsel for the De Anza Santa Cruz Homeowners’ Association (De Anza), on two separate occasions, contacted Fassil Fenikile, advisor to Cmmr. Neeper, and Maryam Ebke, advisor to Cmmr. Bilas, by telephone. Booth explained that the proposed decision (PD) is premised on a fundamental mistake with respect to the law and facts. Booth stated that it has mistakenly concluded that in 1993, when the park operator elected to separate water and sewer charges from rent pursuant to Civil Code section 798.41, the election effectively removed all costs incurred by the park operator associated with the provision of water and sewer services from rent. Booth explained that this mistaken premise led the ALJ to conclude that the Commission and public utility status represents that sole avenue for the park operator to recover such costs. Booth further explained that Section 798.41 permits the separation from rent of the charges a park operator pays its underlying provider of utility services only, and does not permit the separation of the costs of operating in-park distribution systems. Booth also stated that the evidence demonstrates that the election in 1993 separated only the so-called “pass-through” costs and did not separate out the costs of owning and operating the in-park systems, and that such costs are still recovered through rents. Booth noted that the approval of utility rates which include such costs will result in a double recovery from tenants. Booth also warned that approval of the PD is likely to bring forth an avalanche of similar requests for public utility status from mobile home park operators.

Commission Instituting Rulemaking into the service quality standards for all telecommunications carriers and revisions to General Order 133-B.

Summary:  On December 15, 1998, Tony DiTirro, Senior Manager of Regulatory Affairs for MCI Telecommunications Corporation (MCI), sent an identical letter (attached to the notice) to all five Commissioners on behalf of the California Telecommunications Coalition, including the California Cable Television Association, the California Association of Competitive Telecommunications Company, MCI, Covad Communications, ICG Telecom Group, Inc., NEXTLINK California, AT&T Communications of California, Inc., AT&T Wireless of California, Inc., NorthPoint Communications, Inc. The letter explains why the service quality standards proposed in the draft decision of Cmmr. Conlon should not be applied to competitive carriers. The letter states that the record is inadequate to support application of these standards to competitive carriers; competitive carrier customers can always “vote with their feet”; competitive carriers can not recover the costs of compliance, unlike incumbent carriers; because competitive carriers are reliant on ILEC, the Commission cannot set standards for competitive carriers until ILEC wholesale standards are set.

Southern California Edison Company, for an order approving the settlement agreements between Southern California Edison Company and winning bidders in Edison's biennial resource plan update auction.

Summary:  LATE FILED.  On December 14, 1998, Jonathan Bromson, attorney for the Office of Ratepayer Advocates (ORA), met with Robert Lane, advisor to Cmmr. Knight, James Hendry, advisor to Cmmr. Conlon, Michelle Cooke, advisor to Cmmr. Duque, and Maryam Ebke, advisor to Cmmr. Bilas, in four separate meetings in San Francisco. Bromson expressed ORA’s continued support for the draft decision of ALJ Econome, and its strong preference for the alternate of Cmmr. Conlon over the alternate of Cmmrs. Bilas and Neeper. Bromson noted that the Bilas/Neeper alternate relied upon a finding of fact regarding the avoidance of litigation that was contradicted by language in biennial resource plan update (BRPU) settlements that allowed Southern California Edison Company (Edison) to challenge the BRPU in proceedings at the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC). Bromson stated that such litigation resulted in the FERC’s issuance of an advisory opinion in February, 1995 that led to the Commission’s suspension of the BRPU solicitation and of consideration of the early-submitted BRPU settlements, pending further instructions of the Commission. The July 5, 1995 assigned commissioner’s ruling held itself out to be such an order of the Commission, and directly referenced the settlements that had been submitted, thus clearly applying its guidelines to all BRPU settlements.
