Summary: On April 12, 1999 Southern California Edison ("SCE") requested through PUC advisors that the Commission expeditiously approve the SCE-ORA ("Office of Ratepayer Advocates") settlement.  John P. Hughes and Bruce Foster conveyed such oral communications to Dorothy Duda and Julie Halligan of President Bilas' staff.  In this meeting at CPUC initiated by SCE, the utility also cited TURN's ("The Utility Reform Network") closing brief in which TURN commented that "…we would be equally surprised if the performance dropped off, and that there would be no sharing in 1998.."   SCE then stated there would be no sharing and that ratepayers would have been better off under the gross sharing mechanism as proposed by the settlement, rather than under a PBR, given there was no net revenue to share.  The next day a one page written attachment was sent to the advisors by SCE.  It was entitled "Proposed Revenue Sharing Mechanism for Non-Tariffed Products and Services."
