Mr. Gamson is Commissioner Neeper's advisor.  In the ex parte meeting held at CPUC, Lee Schavrien and Kimberly Freeman of Sempra indicated recovery would be incomplete because no balancing account will exist to offset under-collection in the months when revenues are forecasted lower than the monthly authorized margin.  A written ex parte handout containing two tables of data was provided to illustrate Sempra's assertion.  It was entitled "San Diego Gas & Electric, Gas Fixed Cost Account--Core."  One table has a 4/30/99 date for elimination of GFCA, while the other a 12/31/99 date.   Later that afternoon, Mr. Schavrien left a voice mail message for Mr. Gamson indicating the tables did not reflect a $22.8 million under-collection that existed on 12/31/98.
