Due to its geographic isolation from the Power Exchange, Edison stated, the island's generation assets are not uneconomic costs in the context of § 367.  Fuel costs, therefore, should not be treated as "going forward" costs according to Edison.  Edison then pointed out the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission never stated that DPV2 costs were unreasonable, and that D97-05-081 allowed Edison to record the full $6.7 million of DPV2 abandoned plant cots to the Electric Revenue Adjustment Mechanism Balancing Account.  Edison concluding by stating the PD properly adopted an avoided cost methodology for the calculation of the PX credit, and gave reasons for their view.  The Edison representatives involved were John Hughes and Akbar Jazayeri.  An ex parte writing was provided Commissioner Neeper.  It was a single briefing sheet entitled "Revenue Adjustment Proceeding."  Among the items listed on the sheet was the entry "Santa Catalina Island Diesel Fuel Costs."  The meeting with Commissioner Neeper was initiated by the utility.

Summary:  On May 18, 1999, TURN ("The Utility Reform Network") told three (3) PUC advisors their organization opposed certain provisions of the proposed Edison/ORA ("Office of Ratepayer Advocates") settlement.  What TURN opposed, attorney Robert Finkelstein said, was the proposed application of the new sharing mechanisms to existing NTP&S (non tariffed products and services) activities.  The three (3) advisors in attendance at the ex parte meeting were Michelle Cooke, Dorothy Duda, and David Gamson, from the staffs of Commissioner Duque, Commission President Bilas, and Commissioner Neeper respectively.  Mr. Finkelstein cited details on why new incentive mechanisms should apply only to new rather than existing NTP&W activities.  The TURN representative also contended ratepayers would be worse off under the proposed settlement's sharing mechanism if applied to existing NTP&S, and provided details to support that contention.  TURN also objected to proposed sharing ratios.  Mr. Finklestein said the 90/10 ratio purposed for active NTP&S is explained as creating a proxy for a 20% return on equity ("ROE"), but that it is actually calculated as a return on sales, thus inflating the utility's share.  Noting rules permitting the Commission to propose changes to a prospective settlement, Mr. Finkelstein said the Commission should propose making the new revenue sharing mechanisms apply only to truly new NTP&S activities rather than those that are a continuation of existing NTP&S activities.  A five (5) page handout was provided by TURN to the advisors to support their oral communications.  One entry in the handout said "The revenues that will be collected in the future from either existing activities or similar NTP&S activities in the future--Many of the Secondary Land Use leases have escalating clauses that will provide for substantially higher revenues in the future as a matter of course."   Another said "The 'passive' sharing ratio should be 60/40 to better reflect the fact that saved maintenance costs will not be realized by Edison's ratepayers."

Summary:  On May 19, 1999 the ICG Telecom Group, Inc. ("ICG") stated to Commissioner Neeper that the proposed alternate order ("PAO") issued by him was questionable and asked "whether it made sense for…(PUC)…to overturn the underlying economics of the Internet, create confusion and customer dissatisfaction, and inflict harm on…Internet users, internet service providers and competitive local carriers through adoption of the PAO as an interim decision…"  ICG noted the purpose of the ex parte meeting had originally been to discuss a Ohio PUC decision on reciprocal compensation, but that the PAO had been issued in the meantime.   ICG then noted that the PAO itself acknowledged its interim policy conclusions could be overturned by subsequent FCC and PUC decisions, which was, ICG said, another reason for questioning the need for the PAO.  ICG added that "meet point billing" applied to ISP bound calls originated by Pacific Bell and completed by CLEC's is a mismatch and legally erroneous.  ICG provided the Commissioner Neeper a six (6) page handout on the matter of the arbitrator's report, Ohio PUC ruling, and FCC ruling.  One statement in the handout reads:  "The proposed alternate order misreads the FCC's distinction between jurisdiction and regulatory treatment."   Other legal errors in the PAO from ICG's perspective were also cited by the filer.   This ex parte communication occurred during a 30 minute meeting at CPUC initiated by ICG.  ICG representatives attending and engaging in the communications were Cindy Schonhaut, Bruce Holdridge, and attorney Nick Selby.

Summary:  On May 20, 1999 the Competitive Telecommunications Assoc. ("CompTel") wrote a letter to all of the commissioners urging them to affirm their previous decision that CLEC's are entitled to reciprocal compensation for terminating calls to Internet service providers ("ISP's").  The letter was signed by Terry Monroe.  Mr. Monroe cited the "legal matter," stating that such an affirmation would not run afoul of a recent Federal Communications Commission ruling, and further that since the FCC ruling, ten (10) states have determined that ISO bound calls are subject to reciprocal compensation.  Mr. Monroe then emphasized that a ruling to the contrary would harm not only the CLEC's, but also Pacific Bell customers wishing to connect to the Internet through their ISP.  He then cited Pacific Bell's hypocrisy, noting they complain about traffic imbalance of ISP bound traffic while at the same time enjoying without complaint the load of cellular and PCS traffic.  Mr. Monroe concluded by saying compensation methods should be consistent, and that CompTel supports the application of TELRIC pricing to inter-carrier compensation for local and ISP bound calls.

("CompTel") wrote an E-mail and fax letter to all of the commissioners urging them to retain the original decision on reciprocal compensation between incumbent and competitive local exchange companies ("CLEC's"). If the Commission lowered UNE loop prices to account for PacBell's discriminatory access to USF subsidy support and PacBell's subsidy from Yellow Pages revenue, AT&T said, many of the infirmities of the PD would be corrected.  The ex parte communication was conveyed to Dorothy Duda, Lester Wong, Tim Sullivan, and Fassil Fenikile.  Ms Duda and Mr. Wong are advisors to Commission President Bilas.  Mr. Sullivan is an advisor to Commissioner Duque, and Mr. Fenikile an advisor to Commissioner Neeper.  AT&T initiated the meeting held at CPUC.  AT&T was represented by Rick Witherington and Bob Kargoll.  MCI WorldCom was also in attendance, represented by Richard Severy and Bill Harrelson.  A ten (10) page written handout was also provided the advisors.  Included among the pages was one entitled "legal and factual errors" (of the OANAD Draft Decision).
