Summary: On September 7, 1999, Bill Blasé, Vice President Regulatory, for Pacific Bell, met with Cmmr. Wood and Cmmr. Bilas, in two separate meetings in San Francisco.  Also present were:  Norman Lowe, advisor to Cmmr. Wood; Lester Wong, advisor to Cmmr. Bilas; David Discher, General Attorney, for Pacific Telesis Legal Group; and Linda Vandeloop, Director Rates and Regulatory CPUC Relations.  A handout materials was used and attached to the notice.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the Proposed (PD) of ALJ Galvin.  The PD’s proposed $.50 is based on the CPUC’s exhaustive review and prior decisions and is “cost-based.”  The market for directory assistance (DA) services is very competitive and Pacific Bell (DA) calling volumes are declining significantly.  Most customers are not negatively affected by the PD’s change in rate or appropriate place to address concerns about low income customers.  Revenue neutrality is neither required nor a practical policy.  The ALJ has reach a reasonable compromise by allowing the DA service to recover cost but rejecting the proposed ceiling.
