Summary:  On November 23, 1999, Jenny Wong, Director-Regulatory Affairs, for GTE Corporation (GTE), met with Kim Malcolm, advisor to Cmmr. Hyatt and Fassil Fenikile, advisor to Cmmr. Neeper, in two separate meetings in San Francisco.  Also present in both meetings were Steve Strang, Director-Regulatory; Fred Hesse, Manager-Regulatory; and Hojoon Hwang, counsel, for GTE.  A copy of a handout materials were provided and attached to the notice.  Wong opened the meeting by stating that she had requested the meeting so that the company could address numerous issues raised by Office of the Ratepayer Advocates in an October 12, 1999, ex parte meeting.
