Summary: On December 6, 1999, Bruce Foster, Vice President Regulatory Affairs for Southern California Edison Company (SCE), wrote a letter (attached to the notice) to Cmmr. Bilas, Cmmr. Duque, Cmmr. Neeper, Cmmr. Wood, and Cmmr. Hyatt, in San Francisco.  A copy of the letter was also sent to Commissioners’ advisors Michelle Cooke, Kevin Coughlan, Dorothy Duda, David Gamson, Kim Malcom, Jullie Halligan, Anne Watson, and Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Andrea Biren.  In the letter, Foster reiterated SCE comments on the draft decision (DD) of ALJ Biren.  SCE objects to language in the DD that could be interpreted as prescribing certain elements of a future performance-based ratemaking (PBR) mechanism.  Further, SCE believes that some of the statements in the DD could be construed as an endorsement of increased micro-management into the PBR framework and that the Commission’s decision should reassert the Commission’s policy objective of reduced regulatory interference with respect to PBR mechanisms that will be essential in the post-transition period.
