Dear President Lynch:


As manager of UC’s energy and utilities program, I wish to present the enclosed proposal of The University of California (“UC”) for participation in the California Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) Energy Efficiency Summer Imitative. The Commission’s “Summer Initiative” is a welcome opportunity for the educational leaders, such as UC, to offer innovative solutions to a critical infrastructure and economic problem.  


In 1999, UC spent almost $90 million dollars on electricity costs.  Reliable energy is essential to UC campuses.  UC has developed a three-pronged approach to acquiring reliable energy services, which we have termed the “green triangle”.  The three prongs are:

*
Economics: Purchase commodity at lower price

*
Efficiency: Consume energy in the most efficient manner

*
Environment: Obtain energy from renewable and non-polluting sources. 

We have used this approach in developing the proposals presented to you today.  Our proposals involve three UC campuses – UC San Diego, UC Davis, and UC Santa Cruz.  We have included UC San Diego because of the pressing need to help solve the San Diego region’s demand/load balance by next summer.  The projects at these three campuses can be installed by next summer and reduce California’s demand by almost 32 MW.  UC is prepared to identify additional demand reduction projects that could also be on line by next summer.  

We urge the Commission to select UC’s proposals for the Summer Initiative for three reasons.  First,  the projects, if selected, will be on line and provide a major tool in meeting the State’s reliability needs.  Second, each UC campus already has an experienced energy and utilities manager who can oversee the project development and ensure it is on line for next summer.  Third, UC is the State’s premier educational facility and  these projects canthe  function as demonstration projects in the training of California’s students and  in raising public awareness to energy efficiency strategies.
