Dear Mr. Clanon:

Pursuant to Decision 97-05-040, the utility distribution companies (UDCs) are directed to submit a monthly report regarding their direct access implementation activity.  Beginning November 1997, the UDCs are required to submit this report on the 15th day of each month for the previous calendar month’s activity.

Direct Access Activity Reporting

In compliance with the Commission’s decision, PG&E respectfully submits this direct access implementation activity report for the month of May, 1998.  This report has been reformatted and the data redefined to meet the new reporting requirements requested on June 11, 1998 by 

Mr. Steven Roscow of the Energy Division on June 11, 1998.  The data for these requirements are provided in two tables.  Table 1 shows the previous month’s activity for the following requirements:

1) the number of direct access requests received,

2) the number of direct access requests processed,

3) the average backlog of requests during the month,

4) the number of customers switched to direct access,

5) the number of customers switched from one direct access provider to another, and

6) the number of customers returned to UDC service from direct access.
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Table 2 shows cumulative data since November 1, 1997 for the following requirements:

1) the total number of direct access customers,

2) the total number of UDC customers,

3) the percent of customers switched to direct access,

4) total direct access load (kWh)*,

5) total affiliate direct access load (kWh)*,

6) total UDC load (kWh), and

7) percent of load (kWh) switched to direct access.*

Definitions of Direct Access Reporting Requirements
Definitions for Table 1
Reporting Requirements
Definition

1)  The number of Direct Access requests received
The total number of Direct Access Service Requests (DASRs) received requesting sign-up with an electric service provider during the reporting period.

2)  The number of requests processed
The total number of accepted DASRs for an electric service provider during the reporting period.

3)  The average backlog of requests during the month
The average number of days, at the end of the required seven day period, between the time the DASR was received to the time it was determined to be accepted, rejected or pending.

4)  The number of customers switched to Direct Access
Total number of Direct Access switches from UDC bundled service to Direct Access during the reporting period.

5)  The number of customers switched from one Direct Access provider to another
The total number of Direct Access switches from one Energy Service Provider to another during the reporting period.

6)  The number of customers returned to UDC service from Direct Access
The total number of Direct Access switches from Direct Access to UDC Service during the reporting period.
