ASSIGNED COMMISSIONER’S RULING

The Commission is aware of outstanding administrative issues with respect to the Low Income Governing Board (LIGB) and the California Board for Energy Efficiency (CBEE), collectively referred to as the Boards.  One purpose of this ruling is to order the Energy Division to convene a workshop(s) to allow interested parties to provide input to the Commission regarding the structure and operating procedures for the Boards.  The Energy Division shall circulate a workshop notice with further details before April 1, 1999.  The Workshop will be held on April 12-13, 1999 at 10:00 a.m. in the Commission Training Room, 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco.  Proposals for modifying Board structure and operating procedures may be filed no later than March 26, 1999 and replies to the proposals no later than April 2, 1999.  Copies shall be mailed to the service list in Rulemaking 98-07-037 and to Donna Wagoner of the Energy Division.  Parties shall also bring 10 copies of any statements to the workshop. Representatives of the CBEE and LIGB should appear to present any recommendations of those Boards on these matters.   The Energy Division shall issue a workshop report  in R.98-07-037 before June 11, 1999.

An outstanding task for our consideration of  low-income programs is the performance of a needs assessment study.  The Commission,  in Resolution E-3585, dated December 17, 1998, ordered that if a needs assessment study and/or outreach pilots are not begun by June 1, 1999, the funds set aside for those proposals shall be used instead to  increase the 1999 program funds.  Pursuant to Resolution E-3583, the LIGB submitted a proposal for the implementation of a needs assessment and outreach pilot programs.  

Therefore, the second purpose of this Ruling is to require San Diego Gas and Electric Company, Pacific Gas and Electric Company, Southern California Edison Company, and Southern California Gas Company to file advice letters seeking approval to implement a needs assessment study (or studies) and any outreach pilot programs. These advice letters shall clearly identify any areas of disagreement with LIGB’s recommendations, submitted to the Commission on February 26, 1999, and specify how the utilities’ proposed program plans reflect those disagreements.  The advice letters should be filed no later than March 12, 1999 and served on the service list in R.98-07-037.

THEREFORE IT IS SO RULED.
