Parties may submit comments on the draft Resolution by March 6, 2000. The date of the submission is the date the comments are received by the Energy Division.  Parties must serve a copy of their comments on all parties on the service list attached to the draft Resolution on the same date that the comments are submitted to the Energy Division.

Comments shall be limited to five pages in length plus a subject index listing the recommended changes to the draft Resolution, a table of authorities and an appendix setting forth the proposed findings and ordering paragraphs.

Comments shall focus on factual, legal or technical errors in the proposed draft Resolution.  Comments which merely reargue positions taken in the advice letter of protests will be accorded no weight and are not to be submitted.

Late submitted comments will ordinarily be rejected.  However, in extraordinary circumstances, a request for leave to submit comments late may be filed together with the proposed comments.

An accompanying declaration under penalty of perjury shall be submitted setting forth all the reasons for the late submission.
