RE:	Application (A.)96-08-058 - Application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for the Wild Goose Gas Storage Project by Wild Goose Storage, Inc. in Butte County.





Wild Goose Storage, Inc. (WGSI) has applied to the California Public Utilities Commission for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (A.96-08-058) for the installation of facilities to store natural gas in existing underground fields in Butte County.  Specific elements of the project include: 





(1) 		an interconnection with PG&E's Line 167 with facilities to receive and deliver natural gas from their existing gas transmission system; 





(2) 		a bi-directional pipeline generally across agricultural land (4 miles long, 18-inch diameter) to transport gas to and from the underground storage field; and 





(3) 		underground wells and well pad facilities in a hunting club property to store the natural gas for redelivery to storage customers.





On June 25, 1997(?), the California Public Utilities Commission determined that the Wild Goose Gas Storage Project, as modified by mitigation measures, will not cause any significant adverse environmental effects.  The Commission as lead agency has prepared this Negative Declaration pursuant to the provisions of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).
