KOP-North-6 was established on Avenue J looking southwest at
the existing Antelope Substation, and is just slightly east of the
proposed expansion area. This represents views of the
substation expansion by travelers westbound on Avenue J and
from the scattered residences in the project vicinity.

Overall Visual Sensitivity: moderate. For viewers on Avenue J in
general, and from KOP-North-6 specifically, the moderate-to-high
viewer exposure, moderate viewer concern, and low-to-moderate
visual quality, lead to a moderate overall visual sensitivity of the
visual setting and viewing characteristics.
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
