PRESIDING OFFICER AND ASSIGNED COMMISSIONER’S RULING
REGARDING SPECIAL SERVICE LIST FOR 

FURTHER CATEGORY M MATTERS

This ruling proposes a special service list to complete Category M matters.  Parties may comment within 10 days of the date of this ruling.

Background

A service list was created as a result of the November 17, 2000 prehearing conference.  This Phase 1 list includes about 200 persons in 3 categories (appearance, state service, information only).  

A special service list was created for consideration of Category M matters.  (May 21, 2001 Assigned Commissioner’s Ruling, approved and confirmed by Decision (D.) 01-05-089.)  The Category M service list includes about 10,000 persons.

Discussion

Service of documents regarding Category M on about 10,000 persons is costly and difficult, not only for parties, but also for the Commission.  As a result, the Commission has limited service in some cases.  (See, for example, D.01‑08‑018.)  

The Commission is scheduled to issue a decision in September 2001, on Category M applications received through June 4, 2001.  Category M matters, however, may continue after the Commission issues that decision.  For example, the Commission may later consider applications submitted after June 4, 2001 but by June 15, 2001. 

The Commission may create a special service list.  (Rule 2.3(g) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedures.)  I now propose creation of a special service list for completion of Category M matters.  This special service list will reduce the number of parties, and facilitate service of future documents.

The proposed special service list will be composed only of those applicants whose application will be considered further in any additional deliberations about Category M, plus the three respondent utilities.  It will also be composed of any other party or person who writes the Process Office and asks to be included.  The status of a current party or person (e.g., appearance, state service, information only) will be continued on the special service list at that individual’s request.  Once created, the second list will be displayed on the Commission’s web page as the Category M2 service list, and the first Category M service list will be noted as the Category M1 service list.

Parties may comment on creation of this special service list by filing and serving comments within 10 days of the date of this ruling.  These comments should be filed and served separately from comments filed on the August 17, 2001 Draft Decision of Commissioner Wood.  Service of comments on the special service list may be limited to the following persons at the Commission: Commissioner Wood, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Mattson, ALJ Galvin, Jonathan Lakritz, and Laura Martin.  Absent a ruling based on comments to the contrary, this special service list will be created without further order after the Commission decision in September 2001.

IT IS RULED that, absent a different ruling to the contrary based on comments, a special service list shall be created for completion of Category M matters as described in the body of this ruling.  Parties may file and serve comments on creation of this special service list.  Such comments shall be filed and served within 10 days of the date of this ruling.  Comments on the special service list shall be in a separate document from comments on the August 17, 2001 Draft Decision of Commissioner Wood.  Service of comments on the special service list shall be limited to the following persons at the Commission: Commissioner Wood, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Mattson, ALJ Galvin, Jonathan Lakritz, and Laura Martin.
