This letter presents draft Operations Standards for Generators for consideration and comment. Participants before the Committee, interested stakeholders and the public may serve comments and reply comments on the draft Operations Standards.  Opening comments are due on September 10, 2004, and reply comments on September 15, 2004.   

Consistent with adopted protocols, comments and reply comments shall be served by electronic mail on the Committee and other participants.  The service list may be found at:   http://www.cpuc.ca.gov/published/service_lists/R0211039_50088.csv.  

Participants may recommend modifications to the Operations Standards or may recommend entirely different versions of them, but, in doing so, shall state the specific language they propose for adoption by the Committee. 

Once adopted by the Committee, the Operations Standards will be filed with the California Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  The Commission will separately consider implementation and enforcement, and will permit parties in Commission Rulemaking 02‑11‑039 to submit comments and reply comments.  As a result, participants need not submit comments to the Committee on implementation and enforcement.  Rather, comments to the Committee should focus on the duties, obligations and business practices included in the Operations Standards.  

The Committee tentatively plans to meet on Friday morning, October 8, 9 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. to review and adopt the final version of the Operations Standards.  Committee staff will distribute a detailed agenda in late September.

Upcoming Workshops on September 20 and September 21

Committee staff will conduct workshops on the draft standards on September 20 and September 21, 2004 from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. in the Auditorium of the State Office Building at 505 Van Ness Avenue (Corner of Van Ness Avenue and McAllister Street), San Francisco, CA.  The workshops will focus on the policy and technical aspects of the standards.  They will also primarily focus on the performance standards with secondary focus on implementation guidelines.  Comments and reply comments received in early September will be used to shape the workshop agenda.  A workshop agenda will be posted on the Committee website several days before the workshops.  Participants and the public are invited to attend the workshops to provide further feedback and information to Committee staff for further development and refinement of the Operations Standards.
