On September 22, 1999, an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued a ruling in R.95-01-020/I.95-01-021 which was served on every telecommunications carrier in California (carriers) that had authority to operate at any time since February 1, 1997.  This ALJ ruling required each carrier to remit its accumulated surcharge revenues and associated interest for the California High Cost Fund-B (CHCF-B) and the California Teleconnect Fund (CTF) for the period of February 1, 1997, through September 30, 1999, using an Excel workbook developed by the Telecommunications Division (TD).  This workbook entitled Remittance Workbook was available by Internet at http://www.cpuc.ca.gov/telecommunications/current.html, by Fax request at 415-703-4405, by letter request to:

It now appears that TD inadvertently omitted the interest and/or the surcharge revenues accumulated prior to January 8, 1998 in the interest calculation subsequent to January 8, 1998.  As such, the monthly interest amounts for both CHCF-B and CTF subsequent to January 8, 1998 are understated in the workbook.  TD has revised its workbook accordingly and named the revised workbook as RevisedWorkbook.  The RevisedWorkbook is available by Internet at http://www.cpuc.ca.gov/telecommunications/current.html, or by Fax request at 415-703-4405, or by letter request to the above address.  All carriers are required to use the RevisedWorkbook in the remittance of the accumulated surcharge revenues and associated interest for the CHCF-B and the CTF for the period February 1, 1997, through September 30, 1999.  

Carriers that used the incorrect workbook in their remittances or have already remitted their surcharge moneys will be informed by TD of the additional amount of interest that they owe.  This communication will be made in writing, and carriers shall remit the additional amount of interest within 15 days from the date of the letter stating the additional amount(s) due. 

Furthermore, pursuant to the September 22, 1999 ALJ ruling, carriers were instructed to send the original signed CHCF-B Deposit Declaration and CTF Deposit Declaration, and an electronic copy of the completed workbook, stored on a 3-1/2 inch diskette, to the above address.  However, for reason(s) unknown, the completed workbooks sent by carriers on the 3-1/2 inch diskettes and received by TD thus far have been corrupted.  Therefore, TD requests that each carrier transmit the completed workbook by e-mail to telcofiling@CPUC.ca.gov.  If mail service is used, carriers should place the diskette in a protective pocket for maximum protection when mailing the diskettes.
