EXPLANATION OF THE COLUMNS.  





SUBJECT


INTERX ARB—Interconnection agreements arrived at through compulsory arbitration as required in Section 252 of the Telecommunications Act.


INTERX AGRMT—Voluntary interconnection agreements between parties.  In some instances, the parties come to a voluntary agreement after an arbitration proceeding has commenced.


CMRS INTERX AGRMT or ARB—The set of interconnection agreements that involve an incumbent local exchange carrier and a commercial mobile radio service provider.  


AMENDMENT-- Amendments to the interconnection agreements.  There are both amendments to interconnection agreements filed pursuant to California local competition decisions and to those filed pursuant to the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.


DATA EXCHANGE—Co-carrier agreements for the exchange of recording and billing data.  These permit settlement for collect calls, calling card calls and calls billed to a 3rd party.  CTCs might have multiple agreements – one for its resale service and one for facilities-based service.


MEET POINT BILLING—Co-carrier agreements for the sharing of access revenue.


ELEMENTS (e.g. LINK) —Some limited interconnection agreements were filed that were limited to a particular unbundled network element.





RULES


FED—Parties have filed for arbitration or approval of interconnection agreements or amendments pursuant to Section 252 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.  The CPUC has issued resolutions ALJ-167, modified by ALJ-168 and ALJ-174.  These resolutions establish our procedures for reviewing and processing interconnection agreements pursuant to the federal Telecommunications Act.  


CAL—Parties have filed interconnection agreements, data exchange agreements, or meet-point billing agreements for approval pursuant to decisions in the CPUC’s local competition proceeding (R.95-04-043, I.95-04-044). 





FILED AS


ARB AP— Arbitration Application.  When a CTC petitions for arbitration, it is filed as an application.  Applications are assigned to Administrative Law Judges and Assigned Commissioners.  They are disposed of with a decision.  Applications are maintained in the Central Files Room


TO ORDER THE FINAL AGREEMENT	Call (415) 703-2045.  Give the Application number and the docket number and date of the final agreement For example, to get the interconnection agreement between Pacific Bell and MCI give A9608068 and docket #970210114 filed on February 3, 1997.  Also, be ready to provide your name and billing address.  The CPUC charges 20 cents/page copied with a $2.00 minimum. 


JOINT AP— Joint Application.  Several of the first voluntary interconnection agreements were filed as joint applications as directed in the CPUC’s original rules for processing interconnection agreements filed pursuant to TA96.  Applications are assigned to Administrative Law Judges and Assigned Commissioners.  They are disposed of with a decision.  Applications and the attached agreements are maintained in the Central Files Room.


TO ORDER	Call (415) 703-2045.  Give the Application number (e.g. for the Pacific Bell-Brooks interconnection, give A9608062).  The agreement will be attached to the application.  Also be ready to provide your name and billing address.  The CPUC charges 20 cents/page copied with a $2.00 minimum. 


[Filing Carrier] AL—Advice Letters.  All agreements filed pursuant to the California local competition rules and, as of September 26, 1996, voluntary agreements filed pursuant to TA96 are submitted to the Telecommunications Division as Advice Letters.  Advice Letters are filed by one of the parties (usually the ILEC) to the agreement.  Voluntary agreements filed for approval pursuant to TA96 as advice letters are approved via Commission Resolution.  All other Advice Letters become effective within a set number of days unless there are unusual issues involved that require approval by Commission Resolution.  Advice letters and the attached agreements and resolutions (if applicable) are maintained in the Telecommunications Division Carrier Branch.  In the Order# column, Resolutions numbers begin with 


“T-” advice letters not requiring resolution are listed as “NA”.
