SUMMARY
The Year 2000 California High Cost Fund-A (CHCF-A) revenue requirement, the rate design, and the applicable CHCF-A draw for each of the 17 small LECs as summarized in Appendix A and discussed in the Discussion section of this Resolution are hereby adopted.   The total approved CHCF-A draw for Year 2000 is $6,935,397.  This Resolution directs the CHCFA-AC to pay the respective small LECs monthly installments in the amount indicated below:

This resolution also adopts an administrative budget attached hereto as Appendix B of this Resolution for the CHCFA-AC in the amount of $35,000 to be paid out of the CHCF-A.  The current all end-user surcharge of zero percent (0%) for the funding of CHCF-A shall remain in effect.

The Executive Director of the Commission shall serve a Notice of Availability attached hereto as Appendix C to the 17 small LECs, the CHCFA-AC, and all parties on the service list of I.87-11-033, Phase III.  This notice informs parties that a copy of this Resolution is available at the Commission’s web site, www.cpuc.ca.gov/telecommunications/current.html.  This means of distribution is consistent with the Commission’s commitment to utilize the CPUC Internet for distributing Commission orders and information.

BACKGROUND
The California High Cost Fund (HCF) was implemented by D.88-07-022 to provide a source of supplemental revenues to three mid-size and seventeen small LECs whose basic exchange access line service rates would otherwise be increased to levels that would threaten universal service.  The HCF was funded by an increment in Pacific Bell’s (Pacific) intrastate carrier common line charge (CCLC) and administered by Pacific.  D.94-09-065 changed the funding source from an increment in the CCLC to an all end-user surcharge and reaffirmed Pacific as the administrator of the fund.  The surcharge is billed and collected by all telecommunications carriers who then remit the surcharge monies to the administrator.  Recognizing the special nature of the surcharge revenues, Pacific set up a separate trust and appointed Union Bank of California as trustee for the depository and custodian of the funds.  In February 1997, the HCF Trust received tax-exemption from the Internal Revenue Service as an integral part of the Commission, a governmental agency.

D.96-10-066 changed the name of HCF to CHCF-A and created the California High Cost Fund B (CHCF-B).  This decision included the three mid-size LECs in the CHCF-B for the purpose of determining universal service subsidy support and maintained the CHCF-A for the 17 small LECs. This decision also directed the Commission to take over the administration of the CHCF-A from Pacific.

Resolution T-16092 approved the transfer of the administrative control of the CHCF-A from Pacific to the Commission effective January 1, 1998.  This resolution also appointed three Commission staff members as committee members of the CHCF-A Trust Administrative Committee charged with the responsibilities of administering the CHCF-A on behalf of the Commission.  D.98-06-065 renamed the committee to CHCF-AC and revised the governance of the CHCF-A to be consistent with State rules and procedures.

Pursuant to D.88-07-022, each small LEC eligible for CHCF-A support shall file an advice letter by October 1 of each year setting forth its CHCF-A revenue requirement for the coming year.   In September 1999 fourteen
 of the seventeen small LECs requested an extension of time to November 1, 1999 for their submission of CHCF-A advice letters.  On October 1, 1999, the Executive Director of the Commission issued a letter granting the 14 small LECs' 30-day extension requests.   

In September 1999 Pacific and thirteen small LECs
 that participate in the settlement pool for toll, access, and Extended Area Service (EAS) with Pacific filed Joint Application (A)-99-09-044, requesting the Commission to approve Settlement Transition Agreements (Agreements) that the 13 small LECs entered into with Pacific.  In summary, the Agreements will terminate the pooling process effective January 1, 2000 provided that the Commission establishes an alternative permanent funding mechanism to replace the settlement pool for the small LECs.  The Commission's Telecommunications Division (TD) received inquiries from these small LECs concerning the appropriateness of including the impacts of issues raised in A.99-09-044 in their annual filings to be filed on or before November 1, 1999.  On October 20, 1999 the Director of TD issued a letter informing the small LECs that until issues raised in their joint application have been formally addressed and decided by the Commission, the impacts of such issues should not be included in their advice letter filings.  

On October 1, 1999, the CHCFA-AC filed a letter request requesting the Commission to approve an administrative budget for Year 2000 in the amount of $35,000.  The CHCFA-AC also requested that the budgeted expenses be paid out of the CHCF-A.

NOTICE/PROTESTS
Public notice of the LECs’ Year 2000 CHCF-A advice letter filings and supplements appeared in the Commission’s Daily Calendar from October through December 1999.  The letter request requesting the Commission to approve an administrative budget for the CHCF-A for calendar year 1999 appeared in the Commission's Daily Calendar on October 1, 1999.  No protests to the advice letter filings and/or to the letter request have been filed.

DISCUSSION
The Commission adopts the CHCF-A revenue requirement, the CHCF-A draw, and the rate design for each of the 17 small LECs as summarized in Appendix A of this Resolution and discussed in this section.  The Commission also approves an administrative budget for the CHCFA-AC for calendar year 2000 in the amount of $35,000 to be paid out of the CHCF-A as shown in Appendix B of this Resolution.  

TD revised the 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirements, the CHCF-A draws, and the rate designs submitted by the small LECs in their annual filings.  Revisions were made in accordance with the implementation rules and guidelines set forth in D.88-07-022 as modified by D.91-05-016 and D.91-09-042, and Resolution T-16117 and for reason(s) identified below:

1. incorrect entry of the settlement revenue impact amounts; 

2. incorrect determination of the Net Interstate Expense Adjustment;

3. incorrect determination of the 150% urban rate benchmark neglecting Pacific's Rule 33 rate decrease; and 

4. conversion of the applicability of the rate design from a 12-month period to an 11-month period.   

TD informed the small LECs of the revisions and the small LECs concurred.   

The implementation rules can be found in their entirety in the Appendix of D.91-09-042.  Specific implementation rules and guidelines that guided the Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement development include but are not limited to the following:

General Rate Cases (GRCs)
All 17 small LECs had their GRCs with 1997 test year completed in 1997 and were authorized a rate of return of 10%.  The 1999 annual filing of CHCF-A for Year 2000 is the third year after the completion of the GRCs.

Means Test
Rule B of the implementation rules requires each CHCF-A support request subject to a means test, i.e. a small LEC's CHCF-A support is limited to a forecasted instrastate result in earnings not to exceed its authorized rate of return.  The forecasted earnings shall be based on at least seven months of recorded financial data for the year in which the advice letter is filed, and then annualized.

Waterfall

Rule D of the Implementation Rules reinstated the phase-down of CHCF-A funding, i.e. the funding level shall continue at 100% for the first 3 years after the GRC, 80% for year 4, 50% for year 5, and 0% for year 6 and thereafter.  

Annual Settlement Effects
Rule B of the Implementation Rules directs the small LECs to include in their annual filings Commission-ordered rate changes such as rate changes affecting access charges, intraLATA toll or EAS settlement revenues.  For Year 2000 filings, Commission-ordered rate changes affecting the settlement pool include Pacific's Rule 33 rate reduction, which took effect on November 1, 1999 and Pacific's implementation of IntraLATA presubscription, which took effect on May 1, 1999.

Net Interstate Expense Adjustment 

Rule B authorizes the small LECs to include the changes of their federal Universal Service Fund (USF) funding in the annual CHCF-A filings.  Pursuant to Resolution T-16117, the change of USF funding level shall be determined by the difference between the forecasted USF support for the current year and the forecasted USF support for the coming year.  The current year's forecasted USF support is the amount adopted by the Commission for the current year CHCF-A development.  The coming year's forecasted USF is the amount projected by the National Exchange Carrier Association (NECA), the administrator of USF.

Rate Design

Rule A requires a small LEC’s CHCF-A requirement to be first met by increases in local exchange rates not exceeding 150% of comparable California urban rates.  In lieu of an increase or a decrease to local exchange rates, Rule B permits a small LECs to utilize a surcharge or surcredit to recover the same net revenue change.  

Surcredits

Rule B permits a small LEC to limit any surcredit to 50% of its total intraLATA billing even where that is insufficient to deplete an existing memorandum account.

On October 20, 1999 the Director of TD issued a letter informing the small LECs that until issues raised in their Joint A. 99-09-044 have been formally addressed and decided by the Commission, the impacts of such issues should not be included in their advice letter filings.  TD's position is consistent with Findings of Fact 10 in D.91-05-016, which states: 

Using recently recorded data (known regulatory changes) as a baseline for determining eligibility for CHCF (CHCF-A) support would be relatively simple and non-controversial.

Table 1 below compares the CHCF-A requirement, on an aggregated basis, proposed by the 17 small LECs in their advice letter and supplemental advice letter filings with that adopted in this Resolution.

Calaveras  (Page 1 of Appendix A)

Calaveras has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $504,566.  Calaveras’ existing basic exchange rates are below 150% of Pacific's.  In lieu of a rate increase, Calaveras proposed to initiate a surcharge to recover $305,969 of the $504,566.  For the remaining $198,597 revenue requirement, i.e. $504,566 less $305,969, Calaveras is not requesting any CHCF-A draw.  

Calaveras's proposed pseudo rate increase is below the 150% urban rate benchmark.  Calaveras's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.  The applicable surcharge shall be 30.48% and shall apply to customer bills rendered from February 1, 2000 through December 31, 2000.  Calaveras shall file a supplemental advice letter on or before January 26, 2000 revising its proposed tariff to be consistent with this Resolution.  Calaveras shall also include a bill insert or customer notification stating in general terms the surcharge approved by the Commission in this Resolution. This customer notification or bill insert shall be included in all customer bills rendered during the month of February 2000.  

Cal-Ore (Page 2 of Appendix A)

Cal-Ore has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $367,365.  Cal-Ore’s existing basic exchange rates are below 150% of Pacific's.  In lieu of a rate increase to 150% of Pacific's current rates, Cal-Ore proposed to initiate a surcharge to recover the same revenue change of $57,090.  For the remaining $310,275 revenue requirement, i.e. $367,365 less $57,090, Cal-Ore is requesting a CHCF-A draw of $266,134.   Cal-Ore has provided a means test supporting this CHCF-A support request.  

Cal-Ore's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.  The applicable surcharge shall be 8.61% and shall apply to customer bills rendered from February 1, 2000 through December 31, 2000.  Cal-Ore shall file a supplemental advice letter on or before January 26, 2000 revising its proposed tariff to be consistent with this Resolution.  Cal-Ore shall also include a bill insert or customer notification stating in general terms the surcharge approved by the Commission in this Resolution. This customer notification or bill insert shall be included in all customer bills rendered during the month of February 2000.

Citizens-GS (Page 3 of Appendix A),

Citizens-GS has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of negative $48,881.  Citizens-GS proposed to initiate a surcredit to offset the projected revenue surplus.  
Citizens-GS's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.  The applicable surcredit shall be 1.08% and shall apply to customer bills rendered from February 1, 2000 through December 31, 2000.  Citizens-GS shall file a supplemental advice letter on or before January 26, 2000 revising its proposed tariff to be consistent with this Resolution.  Citizens-GS shall also include a bill insert or customer notification stating in general terms the surcredit approved by the Commission in this Resolution. This customer notification or bill insert shall be included in all customer bills rendered during the month of February 2000.

Citizens-Tu (Page 4 of Appendix A)
Citizens-Tu has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $244,723.  Citizens-Tu proposed to recover $42,340 of the $244,723 from increasing its basic service rates to 150% of Pacific's current rates and requested a CHCF-A draw of $202,383, i.e. $244,723 less $42,723, for the remaining unfunded revenue requirement.  Citizens-Tu has provided a means test supporting this CHCF-A support request.  Citizens-Tu's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted with the following modifications:    

Citizens-Tu's rate increase shall take effect on February 1, 2000.  Citizens is eligible to recover the January 2000 revenue foregone from the CHCF-A thus increasing its CHCF-A draw from $202,383 to $205,911, i.e. $202,383 plus the sum of $42,340 divided by 12.  Citizens-Tu's CHCF-A revenue requirement for Year 2001 filing shall remain at $202,383.

Ducor (Page 5 of Appendix A)
Ducor has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $233,433 and requested a CHCF-A draw for the same amount.  Ducor has provided a means test supporting this CHCF-A support request.  Ducor's request complies with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.

Evans (Page 6 of Appendix A)
Evans has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $575,402.  Evans is not requesting any draw from the CHCF-A.  Evans’ proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted. 

Foresthill (Page 7 of Appendix A)
Foresthill has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $105,735.  Foresthill’s existing basic exchange rates are below 150% of Pacific's.  In lieu of a rate increase Foresthill proposed to initiate a surcharge to recover this revenue requirement.   

Foresthill's proposed pseudo rate increase would raise the basic service rates by approximately 26% and below the 150% urban rate benchmark.  Foresthill's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.  The applicable surcharge shall be 9.34% and shall apply to customer bills rendered from February 1, 2000 through December 31, 2000.  Foresthill shall file a supplemental advice letter on or before January 26, 2000 revising its proposed tariff to be consistent with this Resolution.  Foresthill shall also include a bill insert or customer notification stating in general terms the surcharge approved by the Commission in this Resolution. This customer notification or bill insert shall be included in all customer bills rendered during the month of February 2000.

GTE-WC (Page 8 of Appendix A)
GTE-WC has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $523,392.  GTE-WC is not requesting any draw from the CHCF-A.  GTE-WC’s proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted. 

Happy Valley (Page 9 of Appendix A)
Happy Valley has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $130,454.  Happy Valley is not requesting any draw from the CHCF-A.  Happy Valley’s proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted. 

Hornitos (Page 10 of Appendix A)
Hornitos has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $53,507.  Hornitos is not requesting any draw from the CHCF-A.  Hornitos’ proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted. 

Kerman (Page 11 of Appendix A)

Kerman has a Year 2000 CHCF-A requirement of $81,665.  Kerman is not requesting any draw from the CHCF-A.  Kerman’s proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted. 

Pinnacles (Page 12 of Appendix A)
Pinnacles has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of negative $107,694.   Pinnacles proposed to initiate a temporary surcredit of 50% and to place the undepleted balance in a balancing account to be used in the Year 2000 CHCF-A filing.  Pinnacles’ proposal of capping the surcredit at 50% is consistent with the Implementation Rules and is therefore adopted.  The surcredit of 50% shall apply to customer bills rendered from February 1, 2000 through December 31, 2000.  Pinnacles shall file a supplemental advice letter on or before January 26, 2000 revising its proposed tariff to be consistent with this Resolution.

Pinnacles shall include a bill insert or customer notification stating in general terms the surcredit adopted by the Commission in this Resolution. This customer notification or bill insert shall be included in all customer bills rendered during the month of February 2000.

Consistent with directives set forth in Resolution T-16117, Pinnacles shall allocate a negative CHCF-A revenue requirement of $5,341 to a balancing account each month beginning in February 2000 and ending in December 2000.  This balancing account shall have a total principle balance of negative $58,753 at the end of 2000.  Pinnacles shall also allocate to the balancing account interest accrual on the balance of the account at the 90-day commercial paper rate published by the Federal Reserve and compounded monthly beginning March 2000.

Sierra (Page 13 of Appendix A)

Sierra has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $3,582,273 and requested a CHCF-A draw for the same amount.  Sierra has provided a means test supporting this CHCF-A support request.  Sierra's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.

Siskiyou (Page 14 of Appendix A)

Siskiyou has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $290,618 and requested a CHCF-A draw for the same amount.  This requested draw is supported by the means test.  Siskiyou's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.

Ponderosa (Page 15 of Appendix A)**(Dan Douglas)

Ponderosa has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $1,653,976 and requested a CHCF-A draw in the amount of $1,097,749.  Ponderosa has provided a means supporting this CHCF-A support request.  Ponderosa's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.

Volcano (Page 16 of Appendix A)

Volcano has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of $1,664,654 and requested a CHCF-A draw in the amount of $1,259,279.  Volcano has provided a means test supporting this CHCF-A support request.  Volcano's proposal is consistent with the implementation rules and is therefore adopted.

Winterhaven (Page 17 of Appendix A)

Winterhaven has a Year 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirement of negative $88,054.   Winterhaven shall initiate a temporary surcredit of 18.17%.  This surcredit shall apply to customer bills rendered from February 1, 2000 through December 31, 2000.  Winterhaven shall file a supplement advice letter on or before January 26, 2000 revising its proposed tariff to be consistent with this Resolution.  Winterhaven shall also include a bill insert or customer notification stating in general terms the surcredit approved by the Commission in this Resolution. This customer notification or bill insert shall be included in all customer bills rendered during the month of February 2000.

1999 CHCF-A Administrative Budget
The administrative budget and various cost estimates proposed by the CHCFA-AC and attached as Appendix B for administering the CHCF-A during Year 2000 appear to be reasonable in comparison of its current adopted budget, and are therefore adopted.  As of August 31, 1999, CHCF-A has a fund balance in excess of $19 million.  Since there are sufficient funds in the CHCF-A to meet the projected Year 2000 demands, the existing CHCF-A surcharge rate of zero percent (0%) shall remain in effect.

Mail of Service (Appendix C)

To be consistent with the Commission’s commitment to utilize the CPUC Internet for distributing Commission orders and information, the Executive Director of the Commission shall serve a Notice of Availability attached as Appendix C to the 17 small LECs, the CHCFA-AC, and all parties service list of I.87-11-033, Phase III.  This notice informs parties that a copy of this Resolution is available at the Commission’s web site, www.cpuc.ca.gov/telecommunications/current.html.

COMMENTS ON DRAFT RESOLUTION
In compliance with Public Utilities (PU) Code § 311(g), the draft of this Resolution was mailed on December 21, 1999 to the 17 small LECs and the CHCFA-AC for comments.  A notice was also mailed to all parties on the service list of I.87-11-033, Phase III advising parties that this draft resolution is available at the Commission's web site www.cpuc.ca.gov/telecommunications/current.html and is available for public comments.

FINDINGS
1. The California High Cost Fund (HCF) was implemented by Decision (D.) 88-07-022.  The purpose of the HCF was to provide a source of supplemental revenues to three mid-size Local Exchange Carriers (LECs) and seventeen small LECs whose basic exchange access line service rates would otherwise be increased to levels that would threaten universal service.  

2. The HCF was funded by an increment in Pacific Bell’s (Pacific) intrastate carrier common line charge (CCLC) and administered by Pacific.  

3. D.94-09-065 changed the funding source from an increment in the CCLC to an all end-user surcharge and reaffirmed Pacific as the administrator of the fund.  

4. Recognizing the special nature of the surcharge revenues, Pacific set up a separate trust and appointed Union Bank of California as trustee for the depository and custodian of the funds.  

5. In February 1997, the HCF Trust received tax-exemption from the Internal Revenue Service as an integral part of the Commission.

6. D.96-10-066 changed the name of HCF to California High Cost Fund A (CHCF-A) and created the California High Cost Fund B (CHCF-B).  This decision also included the three mid-size LECs in the CHCF-B for the purpose of determining universal service subsidy support, and maintained the CHCF-A for the 17 small LECs.   This decision also directed the Commission to take over the administration of the CHCF-A from Pacific.

7. Resolution T-16092 approved the transfer of administrative control of the CHCF-A from Pacific to the Commission effective January 1, 1998.  This resolution also appointed three Commission staff members as committee members of the CHCF-A Trust Administrative Committee charged with the responsibilities of administering the CHCF-A.   

8. D.98-06-065 renamed the CHCF-A Trust Administrative Committee to CHCF-A Administrative Committee (CHCFA-AC).  This decision also revised the governance of CHCF-A to be consistent with State rules and procedures.

9. On October 1, 1999, the Executive Director of the Commission granted a 30-day extension to 14 small LECs for their annual filings of CHCF-A. 

10. In September 1999 Pacific and thirteen small LECs, that participate in the settlement pool for toll, access, and Extended Area Service (EAS) with Pacific, filed Joint Application (A)-99-09-044, requesting the Commission to approve Settlement Transition Agreements (Agreements) that the 13 small LECs entered into with Pacific.

11. On October 20, 1999, the Director of the Telecommunications Division (TD) advised the small LECs that until issues raised in their Joint A. 99-09-044 have been formally addressed and decided by the Commission, the impacts of such issues are not be included in their advice letter filings.  TD's position is consistent with the Commission's directive set forth in D.91-05-016. 

12. On October 1, 1998, the CHCFA-AC filed a letter request requesting the Executive Director of the Commission to approve an administrative budget for Year 2000 in the amount of $35,000.  The CHCFA-AC also requested that the budgeted expenses be paid out of the CHCF-A.

13. No protests to the advice letter filings and/or to the letter request were filed.

14. The 2000 CHCF-A revenue requirements, the CHCF-A draws, and rate designs submitted by the small LECs in their annual filings were revised by TD in accordance with the Implementation Rules and guidelines set forth in D.88-07-022 as modified by D.91-05-016 and D.91-09-042, and Resolution T-16117.

15. The Year 2000 CHCF-A requirements for the 17 small LECs are summarized in Appendix A of this Resolution.

16. The total approved 2000 CHCF-A draw should be $6,935,397.

17. The CHCFA-AC should pay the respective small LECs monthly installments of their approved CHCF-A draws on the first working day of the month beginning February 2000 and ending December 2000.

18. All revised local exchange rates should take effect on February 1, 2000.

19. All applicable surcharges and surcredits should apply to customer bills rendered on February 1, 2000 and through December 31, 2000.

20. The Year 2000 administrative budget and various cost estimates for the CHCFA-AC are summarized in Appendix B of this Resolution.

21. As of August 31, 1999, the CHCF-A has a fund balance in excess of $19 million.

22. There are sufficient funds in the CHCF-A to meet Year 2000 demands.

23. The current CHCF-A surcharge rate of zero percent (0%) should remain in effect.

24. The Commission is committed to utilize the CPUC Internet for distributing Commission orders and information.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:

1. The respective California High Cost Fund A (CHCF-A) draws and rate designs for the 17 small local exchange carriers (LECs) as described in the body and summarized in Appendix A of this Resolution are hereby adopted.

2. The total approved 2000 CHCF-A draw for all 17 small LECs is $6,935,397.

3. The CHCF-A Administrative Committee (CHCFA-AC) shall pay the respective small LECs monthly installments in the amount indicated below:
