RESOLUTION T-16413. GTE CALIFORNIA INCORPORATED (U-1002-C).  REQUESTS AUTHORITY TO REMOVE CERTAIN DISCOUNT CALLING PLANS FROM TARIFF FOR WHICH THERE ARE NO CUSTOMERS.

SUMMARY
This Executive Director Action Resolution authorizes GTE California Incorporated (GTE) to remove certain discount calling plans from GTE’s tariff, for which there are no customers.

BACKGROUND

By Advice Letter (AL) No. 9394, filed on March 9, 2000, GTE requests authority to remove certain discount calling plans from its tariff for which there are no customers.  These discount calling plans were grandfathered by Commission Resolution No. T-15964 on November 26, 1996. 

On April 7, 2000, GTE filed a supplement AL No. 9394A to correct the discrepancies found in Schedule Cal. P.U.C. No. B-4 12th Revised Sheet 9, and Schedule Cal P.U.C. No. K-5 2nd Revised Sheet 94.

Residence discount calling plans to be removed are: 

Discount Calling Plan Three, Discount Calling Plan Six, GTE Calling Solution A, GTE Calling Solution B, Term Discount Calling Plan One – 12-month and Term Discounting Calling Plan Three – 12-month and 36-month.

Business discount calling plans to be removed are: 

Discount Calling Plan Three, Discount Calling Plan Six and, Term Discount Calling Plan Three – 12-month and 36-month.

NOTICE/PROTEST

Notice of AL No. 9394 was published in the Commission Daily Calendar of March 13, 2000.
GTE states that a copy of AL Nos. 9394, 9394A, and related tariff sheets were sent to competing and adjacent Utilities and/or other Utilities, and interested parties, as requested.  No protest to these ALs has been received.  

DISCUSSION
Telecommunications Division (TD) has reviewed GTE AL Nos. 9394 and 9394A.  TD concludes that GTE’s request for authority to remove the subject discount calling plans identified above from GTE’s tariff is reasonable.

Resolution No. T-9597, dated March 22, 1977, authorizes the Executive Director to grant requests for the withdrawal of communications utility services for which there are no customers and where there are no requests for the services.

Since there are no customers for the subject discount calling plans, TD recommends that the Commission approve this filing.

Commission approval is based on the specifics of the Advice Letter and does not establish a precedent for the contents of future filings or for Commission approval of similar requests. 

FINDINGS

1. GTE requests authority to remove the following discount calling plans from GTE’s tariff, for which there are no existing customers.

Residence discount calling plans to be removed are: Discount Calling Plan Three, Discount Calling Plan Six, GTE Calling Solution A, GTE Calling Solution B, Term Discount Calling Plan One – 12-month and Term Discounting Calling Plan Three – 12-month and 36-month.

Business discount calling plans to be removed are: Discount Calling Plan Three, Discount Calling Plan Six and Term Discount Calling Plan Three – 12-month and 36-month.

2. GTE’s subject discount calling plans were grandfathered by the Commission Resolution No. T-15964 on November 26, 1996.

3. After reviewing AL Nos. 9394 and 9394A, TD recommends that the Commission approve this filing. 

4. Pursuant to the authority granted the Executive Director in Resolution No. T-9597, GTE’s request to remove the residence and business discount calling plans identified in Finding No.1, above, from GTE’s tariff is just and reasonable and should be granted. 

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:

1. GTE is granted authority to remove the following residence and business discount calling plans, as requested in AL Nos. 9394 and 9394A, from GTE’s tariff:

a)  Residence:  Discount Calling Plan Three, Discount Calling Plan Six, GTE Calling Solution A, GTE Calling Solution B, Term Discount Calling Plan One – 12-month and Term Discounting Calling Plan Three – 12-month and 36-month.

b)  Business:  Discount Calling Plan Three, Discount Calling Plan Six and Term Discount Calling Plan Three – 12-month and 36-month.

2. This Resolution is effective today.
