RESOLUTION T-16203. J3 COMMUNICATIONS, INC.(U-5718-C).  REVOCATION OF CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY.

SUMMARY





This Resolution revokes the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity of J3 Communications, Inc., which has ceased operations and can not be found. �





BACKGROUND





J3 Communications, Inc.(J3)filed for its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPC&N) as a non-dominant inter-exchange carrier in Application 96-08-033.  Authority was granted in Decision 97-01-001.  No tariffs have been filed by J3.





DISCUSSION





J3 sent a letter to the Commission on May 1, 1997, in which it informed the Commission that J3 had ceased operations.  The letter stated that shareholders of J3 had voted on March 19, 1997, to remove and replace all directors and officers of the corporation.  J3 had tried unsuccessfully since March 19, 1997 to reorganize.  J3 stated that it has no profit center, income stream, staff or employees.  In addition it has more than $200,000 in debt and no recoverable assets.





Telecommunications Division records indicate that:





J3 has failed to file user fees with the Commission (required by PU Code Section 431).


J3 has failed to report any Combined California PUC Telephone Surcharge Transmittals.


Correspondence to J3 requesting contact information update (UCS database) was returned as undeliverable by the US Post Office.


J3’s telephone number has been disconnected.


An internet search for J3 Communications, Inc., revealed that the Rhode Island PUC revoked J3’s operating authority in that state on May 28, 1997, after J3 ceased operations.





The Telecommunications Division recommends that J3’s CPC&N be revoked and that J3’s Utility Identification Number (U-5718-C) be cancelled and not reissued.  








FINDINGS





J3 Communications, Inc. obtained its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPC&N) in Decision 97-01-001.





The company reported to the Commission in a letter dated May 1, 1997, that it had ceased operations.





3. J3, Communications, Inc., can not be found.





4. The CPC&N of J3 Communications, Inc., should be revoked and its Utility Identification Number should be cancelled.


 





THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:





 1.  The Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity formerly granted to J3 Communications, Inc. is revoked.		





 2.	The company’s Utility Identification Number (U-5718-C) is cancelled and will not be reissued.
