RESOLUTION T-16232.   FIBERLINK COMMUNICATIONS CORPORATION (U-5458-C).  REVOCATION OF THE COMPANY’S CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENEINCE AND NECESSITY.

SUMMARY





This Resolution revokes the Certificate of Public Convenience and necessity (CPCN) held by Fiberlink Communications Corporation.  The company has not remitted surcharges since 1997 and apparently no longer exists. 





BACKGROUND





Fiberlink Communications Corporation filed for its CPCN in Application 94-11-005, and the CPCN was granted in Decision 95-03-029.  The company filed its tariff on May 4, 1995, and the tariff was approved on May 11, 1995.








DISCUSSION





The following information is presented as evidence that the company is not providing and does not intend to provide service as a telecommunications utility:


 1.  Telecommunications Division (TD) contacted the company’s former consultant, and he has had no knowledge of the company’s present status or location since 1996.


 2.  The company’s surcharge obligations have not been paid for over one year.  Decision 93-05-010 Ordering Paragraph 4 states that TD shall prepare a resolution for revocation of the company’s CPCN after 3 months delinquency in surcharge remission.


 3.  The company’s tariff has not been updated since 1995.


 4.  Written correspondence to the company’s last known mailing address is returned by the Post Office as undeliverable, and telephone calls to the last known telephone number reveal that the number is disconnected.


  


The draft resolution of the Telecommunications Division in this matter was mailed to the parties in accordance with PU Code Section 311 (g).  No comments were filed.





FINDINGS





 1.  Telecommunications Division exercised due diligence in its attempt to locate Fiberlink Communications Corporation.	





 2.  The company is apparently not operating as a public utility in California.	





 3.  Decision 93-05-010 Ordering Paragraph 4 directs the Telecommunications Division to submit a resolution for revocation of the company’s certification if it is 3 months or more delinquent in remitting its surcharges.  The company has not remitted surcharges in over one year.





 4.  The company’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity should be revoked and its Utility Identification Number should be cancelled.





THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:





 1.  The Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity formerly granted to Fiberlink Communications Corporation is revoked.	





 2.  The company’s Utility Identification Number (U-5458-C) is cancelled and will not be reissued.
