
Liquidated Damage Contracts
In D.05-10-042, the Commission adopted special rules for liquidated damage (LD) contracts,
 allowing the declining participation of LD contracts in the resource adequacy process.  Since the decision adopted a portfolio share limitation for LD contracts, the energy division requires a showing of all LD contracts in sufficient detail to ensure compliance with program requirements.  The attached template is required to be completed by all LSEs.  LSE’s allocations of LD contracts counting toward Resource adequacy will be based on this showing and verification checks.  Failure to complete the template may result in a zero allocation.

Delivery Zone – The zone where the capacity will be delivered.  This field can contain more than one zone, if necessary.  If capacity can be delivered in all CAISO zones, use “CAISO Control Area” as the input.

Contract Original Signing Date – The date the original LD contract was signed.
Contract Original End Date – The date the original LD contract was to expire.

Latest Contract Extension Date – If the LD contract was modified in terms of number of MWs of committed capacity or extending the term of the contract, the date the last change in MW or term was signed.

Latest Contract Extension End Date – If the LD contract was modified in term beyond the original contract, the date the last change in term was signed.

Contract Availability Limitations – If the contract committed capacity is available every day of the year, please enter “all”.  If not, please provide information on the days/weeks/months when contract capacity will not be available.

Committed Capacity – The number of megawatts of committed capacity that are available during the calendar year.  If the MW vary during the calendar, please describe the exact commitment.  
Hours – Identify the maximum number of hours that the LD contract provides energy in any one month. 

� Liquidated Damage Contracts are defined as bilateral agreements that provide energy, capacity, or ancillary service products without reference to a specific unit or resource backing the obligation.
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
