Q1.
How should a respondent respond if they have none of the facilities that are the subject of the Commission’s discovery request (DR) (e.g. no switches, no transport, and no high-capacity loop facilities that are used to provide qualifying service as defined in the common definitions section of Attachment A)?

A1.
If a respondent provides none of the facilities described in Attachments A, B and C of the DR, to provide qualifying service, they should respond by written letter to:

Q2.
Are electronic spreadsheets attached to the DR? 

A2.
No.  However, blank Microsoft Excel templates that may be used are available on the Commission’s website.  (See http://www.cpuc.ca.gov/static/industry/telco/datarequests/index.htm)

Q3.
Do ILECs have to provide information in response to the Commission’s DR?

A3.
No, only respondents that are ILEC affiliates as defined in the common definitions section of DR Attachment A need to provide information regarding the areas where they provide service.

Q4.
Should CMRS facilities information be provided in response to the Commission’s DR?

A4.
Yes, while the FCC finds that in general CMRS service does not equal the quality of traditional wireline systems, there may be portions of CMRS systems that are equal in quality to traditional wireline systems.  CMRS respondents should provide responses to DR Attachment A on switching and Attachment B on transport.

Q5.
Should VOIP or voice over IP facilities information be provided in response to the Commission’s DR?

A5.
Yes, since VOIP is a qualifying service that competes with local voice service in the mass market, providers must respond.  The FCC finds that states must consider packet switches to the extent they are used to provide local voice service to the mass market. (See footnote 1549 of the Triennial Review Order)

Q6.
In DR Attachment A Question 13, what does the “the number of voice and data customers" refer to?

A6.
Respondents must report the number of customers that have voice and data on the same loop facility, where data services can be defined as a qualifying service.  (See the common definitions section of DR Attachment A)

Q7.
In DR Attachment A, Question 23, are there distinctions between native NPA/NXXs and NPA/NXXs for ported numbers?

A7.
No, the intent of the question is to determine the markets served by the switch, so any telephone number served out of the switch is relevant, be it “native” or ”ported.”

Q8.
In DR Attachment B are respondents required to provide information regarding special access transport facilities that are purchased from ILECs?

A8.
No, respondents do not have to provide information on special access transport facilities that they buy on a resale/retail tariff or contract basis from ILECs.

Q9.
In DR Attachments A, B and C, explain what is meant by vertical and horizontal coordinates?

A9.
Vertical and horizontal coordinates also known as V&H coordinates are numerical representations of each rate center, based on longitude and latitude, in the United States.  V&H coordinates are used to calculate mileage between rate centers for the purpose of determining appropriate charges.  For a detailed definition please see SBC Tariff for Network and Exchange Services – A.6 Message Telecommunications Service – Section 6.2.7. In DR Attachment A Question 19, the Commission asks that five-digit zip code be entered as “yes” or “no.”

Please enter the five-digit zip code only, not yes or no.
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
