Project Description:  Cal.net is submitting this application as a statement of interest in and support of OIR 12-10-012.  Should the proposed rule changes pass and the California legislature amend the law appropriately, Cal.net will resubmit its application under the new eligibility.
Cal.net proposes to utilize CASF funding to enable it to deliver high-quality last-mile fixed wireless broadband communications services exceeding 6 Mbps download and 1.5 Mbps upload to currently un-served and under-served areas of El Dorado County and Amador County.  Point-to-multipoint wireless access points will utilize combinations of FCC-licensed and unlicensed technologies in frequency bands appropriate to each individual location’s local environment.  Each access point location will be served with a high-capacity FCC-licensed microwave data backhaul link.  Each location will be constructed on newly-built communications towers where necessary, or collocated on existing structures where practical. 
In the event that Cal.net becomes eligible for CASF funding upon passage of OIR 12-10-012 and associated changes in legislation, we will provide a more complete description of the proposed service areas, including maps and lists of CBGs and Zip Codes.  As it is currently unclear when such eligibility might be established, and in recognition that the neediest un-served and under-served areas will fluctuate over time, there is no point in suggesting exact proposed service areas at this time. 
Funding Request:  Without an exact description of the proposed project, the amount of funding required cannot be established at this time.  Nevertheless, we anticipate undertaking a project of at least $2,500,000, while requesting a CPUC grant/loan combination of at least $1,500,000 in grant monies and at most $500,000 in loan proceeds.
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
